	5d: The California Association of Local Conservation Corps (CALCC) applauds your vision to take the state towards 75% waste diversion. CALCC is an association of 13 statewide certified local conservation corps that work with young men and women to preserve and protect the environment and provide job skills training and educational opportunities to our members. CALCC has been an integral partner with the state in attaining increased levels of recycling in California.

As you know, increasing recycling not only reduces pollution and greenhouse gas emissions, it also expands economic development and creates green California jobs. By offering an alternative to unemployment, incarceration, and substance abuse to more than 40,000 young adults over the past 25 years, CALCC is unique amongst the green jobs generators of the state’s recycling program in that we not only reduce pollution and generate economic activity but also invest in California’s most at-risk youth and train tomorrow’s future green leaders.

It is with the success of our partnership in the past that I write to you to express concern with your proposal in “California’s New Recycling: 75%” to eliminate “continuous” appropriations to CALCC. The Bottle Bill program currently contains certain automatic continuous appropriations, including $15 million plus a cost-of-living-adjustment for the local conservation corps. The 75% Recycling report proposes to eliminate those appropriations and replace them with a planning process for surplus revenues. At a time when the state is increasing the waste diversion goal, we feel it would be counterproductive to eliminate support for non-profit organizations like ours that contribute to the state’s recycling success.

Although we understand the department’s desire for increased flexibility in how it appropriates program revenue, CALCC is concerned that the volatile nature of the alternatives the department has proposed for PRC Section 14581 would threaten our ability to continue our historic partnership with the state to increase recycling. Injecting extreme uncertainty into the future of our program would risk jeopardizing our ability to continue to help with increasing recycling in California while investing in our economy and youth. In addition, the report acknowledges the contribution to achieving the new diversion goal would be minimal at best at potentially reducing administrative costs. The lost value of these appropriations to the local conservation corps and the impact they have on recycling rates would eclipse any savings to CalRecycle with this change.  
 
CALCC is eager to partner with the state in meeting a new 75% recycling goal, while attaining the unique co-benefit of investing in California’s most needed areas and investing in future green leaders.  The 75%  goal single-handedly underscores and reinforces the importance of the work our corps members do and reaffirms the relevance of the job skills training we give them.  This is why we are concerned about the proposed changes to the Bottle Bill program to eliminate fixed dollar appropriations. We would not be able to continue our partnership under the proposed alternative funding proposals. For these reasons, we encourage you to see what value the appropriations to the local conservation corps have created and the opportunities they have afforded to California’s youth, and we strongly request that the proposed change to the program to eliminate fixed dollar appropriations be rejected. 
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
