Solid Waste Facilities Permit Modification for the Victor Valley MRF & Transfer Station

March 26, 2010

Background Information, Analysis, and Findings:  
This report was developed in response to the San Bernardino County Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) request for Department of Resources Recovery and Recycling (Department) concurrence on the issuance of a proposed solid waste facilities permit modification for the Victor Valley MRF & Transfer Station, SWIS No. 36-AA-0346, located in San Bernardino County, owned by City of Victorville & Town of Apple Valley, and operated by Burrtec Waste Industries, Inc.  A copy of the proposed permit is attached.  The report contains Waste Compliance and Mitigation Program (WCMP) staff’s analysis, findings, and recommendations. 
The proposed permit was received on February 24, 2010.  A different version of the proposed permit was received after the initial submittal on March 22, 2010.   Action must be taken on this permit no later than May 21, 2010.  If no action is taken by May 21, 2010, the Department will be deemed to have concurred with the issuance of the proposed modified permit.

	Key Design Parameters
	The permit is granted solely to the operator named approved, and is not transferable upon a change of operator, the permit is subject to revocation, or suspension.  The attached permit findings and conditions are integral parts of this permit supersede the conditions of any previously issued solid waste facility permit.
	Upon a significant change in design or operation from that described herein, this permit
is subject to revocation, or suspension.  The attached permit findings and conditions are integral parts of this permit and supersede the conditions of any previously issued solid waste facility permit.

	13.  Findings
	a. This is a proposed facility, without a Site Identification & Description (SI&D) in the 1986 (latest) San Bernardino County (SBCo) Solid Waste Management Plan. A SBCo Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan has not been approved by the CIWMB.  The LEA certifies (pursuant to Public Resources Code (PRC)§ 50000} that the Local Task Force (LTF), during a ninety day period (January 20-April 20, 1994), reviewed and commented on the proposed new facility.     

b.  This new permit is consistent with standards adopted by the CIWMB (pursuant to PRC § 44010), including all applicable requirements incorporated into Title 14 California Code of Regulations (CCR).

c. The design of the proposed new facility is in compliance with State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as determined by the LEA.
d.  Since the proposed new facility is within the City of Victorville, a fire standards conformance determination (pursuant to PRC § 44151) is not required.  Conditions of City of Victorville Site Plan SP-15-93 pertaining to this proposed new facility, including fire standards/ conditions set by the City of Victorville Fire Department.

e.  A Notice of Determination on the proposed new facility was filed with the State Office of Planning and Research (OPR), (pursuant to PRC § 21081.6), on February 9, 1994.

f. The authorized agent of the local governing body, the Planning Department of the City of Victorville, has determined that the proposed new facility (located within the Southwestern Industrial Park Specific Plan), is consistent with and designated in the City of Victorville General Plan [pursuant to PRC 
§ 50000.5(a)], and that surrounding land use is compatible with the proposed new facility [pursuant to PRC §50000.5(b)].
	a.  This permit is consistent with the County of San Bernardino County Integrated Waste Management Plan. The location of the facility is identified in the Countywide Nondisposal Facility Element, pursuant to Public Resource Code (PRC), Section 50001(a).

b.  This permit is consistent with standards adopted by the CalRecycle pursuant to PRC 44010

c. The design and operation of the facility is consistent with State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as determined by the enforcement agency, pursuant to PRC 44009.

d. The local Fire Department has determined that the facility is in conformance with applicable fire standards, pursuant to PRC 44151.
e.  A Notice of Determination  (NOD) (State Clearinghouse # 1994106536) regarding the November 15, 1993 Negative Declaration  (State Clearinghouse # 1993112045) for the proposed facility was filed on January 18, 1994 with the Clerk of the Board of Supervisors of the County of San Bernardino, and filed on February 9, 1994 with the State Office of Planning and Research (OPR) pursuant to PRC 21081.6.   The NOD found that the proposed facility would not have a significant effect on the environment with mitigation measures.

	14.  Prohibitions
	The permittee is prohibited from accepting any non-hazardous waste requiring special handling, designated waste, hazardous waste, or polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) waste, except for the temporary storage of hazardous/PCB waste inadvertently delivered and detected in the hazardous/PCB waste screening/exclusion program, and in accordance with approved procedures, permits and laws/regulations required for hazardous /PCD waste temporary storage.
The permittee is additionally prohibited from allowing scavenging.
	The permitee is prohibited from accepting the following wastes: 

Hazardous, radioactive, medical (as defined in Chapter 6.1, Division 20 of the Health and Safety Code), liquid, designated, or other wastes requiring special treatment or handling, except as identified in the Transfer Processing Report  and approved amendments thereto and as approved by the local enforcement agency and other federal, state, and local agencies.

	17.  Conditions
	[NOTE: LEA conditions listed here shall be in addition to conditions of other documents controlling operation of this facility.]

1.  The operator shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for Solid Waste Handling and Disposal as specified in Title 14 California Code of Regulations (CCR).   The operator shall not operate the facility without first passing an LEA preliminary facility inspection to include: compliance with all conditions/ permits/approvals, personnel training, availability of all work/protection/ safety equipment, demonstration of facility's compliance with the Report of Facility Information(RFI) [aka - Report of Station Information (RSI)] description, and related requirements.   The operator shall inspect this site at least daily to ensure compliance with  all applicable standards/conditions/ mitigations/permits/regulations.

2.  The operator shall comply with all federal, state, and local requirements and enactments including: all planning/engineering conditions of City of Victorville Site Plan SP-15-93, all mitigation and monitoring measures developed in according with all certified environmental documents filed pursuant to Public Resource Code (PRC) § 21081.6, and with all administrative/enforcement orders of all regulatory agencies with jurisdiction at this facility.

3.  The operator shall maintain a complete copy of this Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP), of all other required regulatory permits and of all regulatory inspection reports, at the facility at a location readily accessible to facility personnel, LEA staff and other regulatory personnel .

4.  Additional information concerning the design/operation of this facility shall be furnished upon request to the LEA and other regulatory personnel.  This SWFP will be reviewed three (3) months after the beginning of operations and may be revised or modified as needed.

5.  The operator shall notify the LEA in writing (with proposed amendments to the  RFI) at least one hundred twenty(120) days in advance of proposed significant changes (as determined by the LEA),  in the design /operation of the facility to allow for early consultation, completion of all required documents/due process review/filing and the completion of all related permitting processes. Such notification shall include changes (including new additions) of : processing/composting/ transformation activities,  permitted hours /days of operation,  permitted tons/day (per category),  permitted traffic volumes/day (per category),  permitted area, and /or other changes/ additions, which may be later proposed for this facility.
6.  This facility is authorized to receive and process: mixed residential/commercial/industrial waste, commingled recyclables, construction/demolition waste, source separated recyclables and yard /green/wood waste, as described in the RFI (and amendments thereto).  The facility shall not accept high content liquid waste, sludges, POTW residues, septic waste, designated wastes, hazardous /PCB/infectious 

wastes or wastes requiring special handling, except as provided in the RFI.  The facility shall not be used as a composting, transformation, or disposal facility.  No outside processing shall occur at the facility, except for yard/green/wood waste grinding, as described in the RFI (and per dust/noise control conditions).

7.  Non-recoverable solid waste shall be removed daily to a permitted disposal site. Yard/green/wood waste shall be stored/stockpiled in accordance with the local fire authority, and processed/removed before active decomposition/  composting processes occur.  Accepted tires shall be stored per the local fire authority.  In no event shall any waste or processed yard/green/ wood materials remain on site longer than forty-eight (48) hours.  All other recovered recyclables shall not be held longer than thirty (30) days at the facility.  Recovered materials shall be held in a manner approved by the LEA, so as to not create public nuisances, hazards, or interfere with MRF/transfer station operations.
8. The LEA reserves the right to reduce waste/recyclables storage times as may be necessary to prevent public health nuisance, hazards, and/or interferences with MRF/ transfer station operations.  Tarps/ other suitable covers shall be readily available and placed over all outside: waste/recyclables/yard/green/

wood/grindings, during periods of precipitation.

9. The operator shall follow the RFI schedule of cleaning the MRF/ transfer station floors, drains, sumps, walls/ceilings, exterior areas, and all equipment.  Appropriate downtime shall be scheduled for through cleaning activities, and to preclude dangerous circumstances where cleaning is to occur in close proximity to moving equipment.  Litter shall be collected at least daily or more often, as may be necessary to prevent it from migrating off -site.  The LEA reserves the right to require the operator to provide additional maintenance/cleaning/litter collections, if the proposed maintenance/cleaning/collection schedule prove inadequate.  The operator shall follow set dates/times for scheduling through cleaning and document the specific dates/times such through cleaning occurred.

10.  The operator shall provide adequate ventilation, filter, misting, deodorizing, air circulation and /or other means, as may be required, to mitigate/avoid adverse air quality impacts to site users, facility personnel and off-site areas.  The LEA reserves the right to require the operator to provide more stringent dust/odor control/ventilation measures, where methods/systems provide prove inadequate.

11.  The LEA reserves the right to suspend and/or modify operations at this facility when deeded necessary due to any emergency, potential health hazard, and /or  public nuisance. This SWFP is subject to review by the  LEA and may be suspend, revoked or modified at any time for sufficient cause.

12.  The operator shall maintain at the facility, accurate daily records of the tonnage per day and number of vehicles per day, for the following categories: incoming solid waste, incoming commingled recyclables, outgoing transferred waste (per disposal site), outgoing recovered materials (per type).  Such records shall be readily accessible at the facility to the LEA and other regulatory personnel.  A written summary of  such tons/day per category, and vehicles/day per category, shall be furnished quarterly to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.

13.  A written summary of all  complaints/regulatory notices received concerning the facility  during a quarter  and the operator's response/corrective actions taken, shall  be furnished to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.

14.  The operator shall maintain a daily log at the facility, of  special/ unusual occurrences (S/U/O).  The S/U/O Log shall include but not be limited to : severe weather conditions, fires, explosions, discharges of unusual waste, significant incidents of personal injury, accidents, property damage. Each log entry shall be accompanied by a summary of the responses/ corrective actions taken by the operator to mitigate any negative impacts of each occurrence.  Days without incidents of S/U/O shall be noted with an appropriate negative entry for such days such as : " No S/UO today".  The operator shall maintain this log at the facility in a manner readily accessible to facility personnel, LEA staff and other regulatory personnel.  A summary of the log entries during a quarter shall be furnished to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.

15.  The operator shall conduct an LEA approved hazardous/PCB/ prohibited waste screening/exclusion (loadchecking) program at the facility which will adequately protect public health and safety, and the environment from hazardous/PCB/ prohibited wastes inadvertently received at the facility.  Signs, brochures, and/or other appropriate communication measures shall be utilized by the operator to direct facility users to the nearest Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) collection location, and inform site users of pending HHW Round-up activities scheduled for communities within the facility's waste shed.  A summary of all activities/results during a quarter, shall be furnished to the LEA within fifteen (15) days of the end of each quarter.

16.  The operator shall comply with the requirements of all applicable laws/regulations pertaining to personnel health and safety including maintaining an up-to-date written CAL-OSHA Injury Illness Prevention Program (IIPP) -  (pursuant to Title 8 CCR), on-site and readily available for review by all facility personnel, LEA staff  and other regulatory personnel.

17. The operator shall conduct an adequate vector monitoring and control program with updates as directed by the San Bernardino County Vector Control District (SBCVCD). 
18.  The operator shall comply with all NPDES requirements of the local California Regional Water Quality Control Board (CRWQCB).  Any threat of and/or occurrence of degradation of waters connected to this facility shall be promptly remediated in the manner specified by the CRWQCB.

19.  The operator shall comply with all rules of the local Air Quality Management District (AQMD) including fugitive dust (PM10) control.  All required AQMB permits shall be obtained/retained.  The operator shall properly maintain all facility equipment and structures according to the manufacturer's specifications and good engineering/ maintenance practices.

20. Facility entry signs shall prominently display required information (materials accepted/not accepted, fees, hours, etc.) and include warnings that: no designated hazardous waste /PCB/infectious, liquid, septic or special waste will be accepted; and that all entering vehicles must be fully tarped or otherwise have all waste /recyclables properly enclosed during their transport.

21.  This facility shall recover for reuse or recycling, at least fifteen (15) percent of the total volume of materials received by it pursuant to PRC §50000(a)(4).
22.  Phase I of this SWFP shall be limited to the receiving and processing of up to two hundred (200) tons per day (TPD) of commingled recyclables (CR) - [per the RFI/appendices].  Phase I may commence upon the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy (CO) for the 4,000 square foot (SF) administration and the 38,400 SF community buy-back/processing facility building (plus related required on-site and off-site structures/improvements/ installations, per the RFI/appendices) from and meeting all Conditions of Approval (COA) of the City of Victorville (COV), and upon issuance of/ compliance with all documents (see Section 15, page 5) and all applicable conditions (see Section 17, page 4 and 5) of this SWFP.  Phase II of this SWFP shall be limited to the processing and transfer of up to five hundred (500) TPD of CR and municipal solid waste (per the RFI/appendices).   Phase II operations may commence upon the issuance of the CO for the approximately 17,600 SF addition/ expansion to Phase I (for a total of approximately 60,000 SF (plus related required on-site and off-site structures/ improvements/ installations, per the RFI/appendices) from and meeting all COA of the COV, and upon issuance of/ compliance with all documents (see Section 15, page 5) and all applicable conditions (see Section 17, page 4 and 5) of this SWFP. Phase III of this SWFP shall allow (in addition to Phase II operations) the processing of up to one hundred (100) TPD  of yard/ green/wood waste (per the RFI/ appendices).  Phase III operations may commence upon completion of all required on -site and off-site structures/ improvements/ installations (per the RFI/ appendices), and compliance with all COA of the COV, and upon issuance of / compliance with all documents (see Section 15, page 5) and all applicable conditions (see Section 17, page 4 and 5) of this SWFP.
	a.  The operator shall comply with all State Minimum Standards for solid waste handling and disposal as specified in Title 14, California Code of  Regulations (CCR).

b.  The operator shall maintain a log of special/unusual occurrences.  This log shall include, but is not limited to,

fires, explosions, the discharge

and disposition of hazardous or unpermitted wastes, and significant injuries, accidents or property damage. Each log entry shall be accompanied by a summary of any actions taken by the operator to mitigate the occurrence.  The log shall be available to site personnel and the LEA at all times.

c.  The site supervisor shall have convenient access to those essential technical and regulatory documents pertaining to CalRecycle/LEA jurisdiction which govern operation of the facility.  The regulatory documents include the Solid Waste Facility Permit, loadchecking procedures and elements of the Transfer Processing Report (TPR) that the operator deems to be essential to the proper operation and maintenance of the facility in relations to CalRecycle/LEA jurisdiction.

d.  The LEA reserves the right to suspend or modify waste received and handling operations when deemed  necessary due to an emergency, a potential health hazard, or the creation of a public nuisance.

e.  Additional information concerning the design and operation of the facility shall be furnished upon request and within the time frame specified by the EA.  
f.  Any changes that would cause the design or operation of the facility not to conform to the terms and conditions of this permit is prohibited.  Such a change may be considered a significant change, requiring a permit revision.  In no case shall the operator implement any change without first submitting a written notice of the proposed change, in the form of a Transfer Processing Report amendment, to the LEA at least 180 days in advance of the change.

g.  Phase I of this SWFP shall be limited to the receiving and processing of up to two hundred (200) tons per day (TPD) of commingled recyclables (CR) .  Phase I may commence upon the issuance of the Certificate of Occupancy (CO) for the 4,000 square foot (SF) administration and the 38,400 SF community buy-back/processing facility buildings  (plus related required on-site and off-site structures/
improvements/installations,) from and meeting all Conditions of Approval (COA) of the City of Victorville (COV), and upon issuance of/compliance with all documents and all applicable conditions of this SWFP.  Phase II of this SWFP shall be limited to the processing and transfer of up to five hundred (500) TPD of CR and municipal solid waste.  Phase II operations may commence upon the issuance of the CO for the approximately 17,600 SF addition/expansion to Phase I (for a total of approximately 60,000 SF (plus related required on-site and off-site structures/improvements/ installation) from and meeting all COA of the COV, and upon issuance of /compliance with all documents and all applicable conditions of this SWFP.  Phase III of this SWFP shall allow (in addition to Phase II operations) the processing of up to one hundred (100) TPD  of yard/ green/wood waste..  Phase III operations may commence upon completion of all required on -site and off-site structures/ improvements/installations and compliance with all COA of the COV, and upon issuance of / compliance with all documents  and all applicable conditions of this SWFP.
h.  This permit is subject to review by the EA and may be suspended, revoked, or revised at any time for sufficient cause.

i.  A copy of this permit shall be maintained at the facility.




Staff recommends concurrence with the issuance of the proposed modified permit.  All of the required submittals and findings required by Title 27, Section 21685 have been provided and made.  Staff has determined that CEQA requirements have been met to support concurrence.  The findings that are required to be made by the Department when reaching a determination are summarized in the following table.  The documents on which staff’s findings are based have been provided to the Program Director with this Staff Report and are permanently maintained in the facility files maintained by the Waste Compliance and Mitigation Program.

Compliance History:
The facility was inspected by WCMP staff in the Compliance, Evaluation, and Enforcement Division on March 17, 2010.  No violations or areas of concern were noted.  The LEA has not noted any violations of State Minimum Standards or permit requirements during the last 5 years.   

Environmental Analysis:
State law requires compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act either through the preparation, circulation and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program, or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt.

· A Mitigated Negative Declaration, State Clearinghouse No. 1993112045, was circulated for a 30-day review period from November 15, 1993 through December 15, 1993.  The Mitigated Negative Declaration was adopted by the San Bernardino County Board of Supervisors on February 9, 1994. The Mitigated Negative Declaration discussed and analyzed the environmental impacts for the development of a Material Recovery Facility.
The Planning Department of the City of Victorville has determined that the Victor Valley Material Recovery Facility and Transfer Station is consistent with and designated in the City of Victorville General Plan, State Clearinghouse No. 1988050920, circulated from June 23, 1988 through August 8, 1988, and that surrounding land use is compatible with the facility.

The Local Enforcement Agency has determined that the existing CEQA analysis described above is adequate and no additional CEQA documentation is required for the proposed modifications to the current permit. 
CalRecycle staff recommends that the above referenced CEQA documentation be utilized for the Director’s environmental evaluation of the proposed project for those project activities which are within the Director’s expertise and/or powers, or which are required to be carried out or approved by the Director.

Local Issues:

The California Environmental Quality Act record indicates no offsite cumulative environmental impacts.  The project document availability, hearings, and associated meetings were extensively noticed consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act and Solid Waste Facilities Permit requirements.  A review from the public process indicates that environmental justice issues were not identified by the surrounding community (Census Tract 121).  Census information indicates that the surrounding population is approximately 81.4% white, 5.4% black or African American,  1.7%  American Indian & Alaska Native,  1.7% Asian, 0.1% Native Hawaiian & other Pacific Islander, and 5.4% “some other race” and 4.3% "two or more races".  Approximately 14.7% of the total population described themselves as Hispanic or Latino.  12.6 % of the families in the Census Tract were below the poverty level.  Staff has not identified any environmental justice issues related to this item.  Staff finds the project and permit process to be consistent with Government Code Section 65040.12, as there has been fair treatment of people of all races, cultures, and incomes with respect to the proposed action being recommended above.
Public Comments:

The LEA did not receive any comments from the posted public notice.  No oral or written public comments have been received by the Department or LEA staff.  On March 8, 2010, a public workshop was held by the Department to provide an update on the  permitting process.  
Department Staff Actions:
Staff responded to a number of questions from the LEA regarding the permit process.   
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
