Stakeholders are encouraged to go to CalRecycle’s web page and click on “Decisions Pending and Opportunities for Public Comment”.  Once there go to the top right of the page and click on “What’s New” – “This Page is Being Updated”.  This new trial page allows the reader to access the full range of programs within CalRecycle that are currently working on a new direction or regulation; grants and loans, permits and other pending CalRecycle decisions.  For example under Permit Determinations the reader can look at permits recently acted upon or those that are currently in process.  Click on “Pending Actions Within the Next 60 Days”.  The reader is taken to a list of all permits currently under CalRecycle review and by clicking on a listed permit the reader can review the draft permit and read a summary of the proposed changes.  Depending on where the permit is in the review cycle, the Staff Report containing all or most of the required CalRecycle findings can be accessed and reviewed.  The Staff Report is generally being posted a minimum of 14 days before the final day CalRecycle can act on the proposed permit.  However, as staff better adjusts to the new system the goal is complete and post Staff Reports a minimum of 21 days prior to the final CalRecycle action date. Staff Reports posted with incomplete findings will be amended and reposted once all findings are made.  Public comment on proposed permits is provided for during the WCMP monthly Program meetings and a 5 day comment period is typically provided for posted Staff Reports.
