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Contract Overview

o Contracts are required to ensure paint is collected 
and handled properly at all PaintCare sites

o PaintCare covers the cost of collection containers, 
transportation and processing, and general 
outreach

o Monetary compensation is negotiated for value-
added activities:

o Direct Reuse (swap shop)

o Reprocessing (making recycled content paint at the facility)

o Bulking of oil-based paints (latex bulking discouraged in 
order to improve recycled paint quality)

o Internal transportation 

Contract Types

o Direct contract between PaintCare and facility 
owner/operator 

(Ex. Retail, Restore, HHW, transfer station, etc.)

o Indirect contract between PaintCare and contracted site 

operator, with authorization letter from the permit-holder

(Ex. HHW and transfer stations that don’t operate their own site)

o Indirect + Reuse contract 

(Ex. HHW, and transfer stations that don’t operate their own site, but 
do operate a reuse program) 
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
