A.  PERMIT DETERMINATIONS 
Permit determinations have been delegated to the Deputy Director or Program Director that will be made within the next 30 days.  Program staff will provide a status of each permit under consideration during the workshop.  Decisions will not be made during the workshop on the permits being discussed.  Members of the public who have an interest in a permit under consideration and wish to provide oral comments will be given time to speak.  If comments received during the workshop indicate controversy regarding the proposed permit or call into question one or more of the findings the Department must make to concur with the issuance of the permit, the Director may choose to review all the information regarding this determination before it is made and may hold an additional public meeting if that is determined to be necessary before making the determination.  The workshop is not the only means to provide comments on pending permits.  Prior to a permit determination, staff will publish a report on the Department’s web page that presents staff analysis regarding the findings that need to be made for permit concurrence or denial.  The staff report also contains a proposed recommendation regarding the concurrence or denial of the permit.  The report notice also provides a timeframe for public comment.  If the staff report is available in advance of the workshop, comments can be provided at that time or they can be sent directly to the Department staff person identified in the notice.  Comments received in either form will be used to determine whether a permit determination is controversial.  If a permit is determined to be controversial, it is elevated to the Director for consideration.
