Decision Subject:   	AUGMENTATION APPROVAL OF THE NORTHERN AND SOUTHERN CALIFORNIA ENVIRONMENTAL SERVICES CONTRACTS AND ENGINEERING SERVICES CONTRACT PURSUANT TO GOVERNOR’S PROCLAMATION FOR THE ROUND FIRE DEBRIS REMOVAL AND TO RESTORE CONTRACTS TO PRE-EXECUTIVE ORDER B-27-14 BALANCES (SOLID WASTE DISPOSAL TRUST FUND, FY 2014/2015)

Summary of Request:
This action is to augment the remediation and engineering services contracts for the final estimated cost of the fire-related debris removal projects in Mono County and the City of Weed and to restore the available funds in the contracts back to levels prior to the State of Emergency proclamations for use in the Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program. The requested augmentations for the Northern California (DRR12034) and Southern California (DRR12033) environmental services contracts the engineering services contract (DRR13017) are $2,000,000, $3,000,000, and $500,000, respectively.
Recommendation:
Program staff recommends the approval of the contract augmentations.


Deputy Director Action:
On the basis of the information and analysis in this Request for Action and the findings set out herein, I hereby approve the augmentation of the contracts under the Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program.

BACKGROUND:
The Governor proclaimed a State of Emergency in Mono County (County) on February 26, 2015, and ordered the cleanup of the fire-related debris from the Round Fire.  Additionally, the Governor proclaimed a State of Emergency in Siskiyou County under Executive Order B-27-14 on 
October 6, 2014, and ordered the cleanup of the fire-related debris in the City of Weed (City) from the Boles Fire. The County and City requested assistance from CalRecycle’s Solid Waste Disposal and Codisposal Site Cleanup Program (Program) to remove and dispose of the fire-related ash and debris and CalRecycle approved the projects under a Requests for Action dated March 13, 2015, and October 6, 2014, and entered into Memorandums of Understanding with both jurisdictions regarding the projects and subsequent reimbursement.

The estimated costs for the removal of fire-related debris and ash in the County is $4,500,000 and in the City is $7,400,000, for a total cost of $11,900,000. The actual contract cost (i.e., not including $900,000 in CalRecycle and CalOES staff costs) for both projects amounts to $11,000,000. To date, CalRecycle has invoiced for and received and received approximately $9,697,364 from the jurisdictions.  These funds increased the unencumbered balance Solid Waste Trust Fund balance to approximately $10,150,000.


FISCAL INFORMATION:
The pre-proclamation contract balances for the Northern California (DRR12034) and Southern California (DRR12033) environmental services contracts were $1,394,000 and $2,845,000, respectively, and $536,000 for the engineering services contract. CalRecycle previously augmented the Northern California (DRR12034) and Southern California (DRR12033) environmental services contracts by $4,500,000 and $500,000, respectively, and the engineering services contract (DRR13017) by $500,000.

To ensure that the contracts are restored to pre-proclamation levels after the fire-related debris removal projects are completely funded, staff recommend the following final augmentations:

Southern California Environmental Services (DRR12033)	$3,000,000
Northern California Environmental Services (DRR12034)	$2,000,000
Engineering Services (DRR13017)	$500,000

Including all reimbursed funds to date, the unencumbered balance in the Solid Waste Trust Fund is approximately $10,150,000. If the contract augmentations are approved the unencumbered balance in the Solid Waste Trust Fund will be approximately $4,650,000.
