.3. Findings:

a. The LEA cerdfies that this facility is idcntikd and de&bed in the CouncGdc  Siting Elemcnk  which was approved pursuant to Public
Resources Code, Se&on  41721 on November 20.1996, as required in Public Resources Code, Section 50000 (a)(S).

b. This permit is consistent with standards adopted by the California Integrated Waste Management Board as required in Public Resources
Code, Section 44010.

c. The LEA has detmmined,  by review of the RDSJ and an inspection on October 17 ,1997 that the design and operation of the facility is in
comphance  with the State h4inimum Standards fix Solid Waste Handling and Disposal.

d. An Environmental Impact  Report has been wmpleud  and a Notice  of Determination has been Wed with the State Clearinghouse, SCH
#93082018,  u required in Public Resources  Code. Section21081.6.

LEA &nditions

This facility shall be operated in compliance with State h4kimum Standards for solid waste handling and
disposal. c
This Mlity shah be in compliance with federal, state, and local requirements and enactments, including
mitigation measures given in any certified  applicable document filed  pursuant to Public Resources Code,
Section 21081.6.

Additional information concetig  the design and operation of this facility shall be furnished upon
when request of the LEA

Site access shall be granted for the purpose of inspection without prior notification to the LEA or other
agencies conditioning this permit.

The operator shall notify the LEA, in writing, of any proposed changes in the routine f&ility  operation
or changes in facility design during the planning stages. In no case shall the operator undertake any
changes unless  the operator f&t submits to the LEA a notice of said changes at least 120 days before
said changes are undertaken Any si-@icant  change as determined by the LEA would require a revision
of this permit.

The Local Enforcement Agency (LEA) through this Solid Waste Facilities Permit, may prohibit or
condition the handling or disposal of solid wastes to protect the public health and safety, protect and
rehabilitate, or enhance the environment, or to mitigate adverse environmental impacts.

The operator shall rnaimin a copy ofthis  permit at the kility  so as to be available at all times to facility
personnel and to Enforcement Agencies’ personnel.

The LEA reserves the right to suspend or modify waste receiving operations when deemed necessary
due to an emergency, a potential health hazard or the creation of a public nuisance.

The owner or operator shall record and retain at the ofice an operating record as per Title 27, CCR,
Chapter 3, Article 1, Sections 20510 and 20515.

Alternative Daily Cover(ADC) not specikally  described- in the ADC standards shall be applied in a
manner consistent with an approved pilot study. . .

This facility shall be maintained in compliance with the flammable clearance provisions, pursuant to
Public Resources Code Section 4415 1.
