Consideration Of Findings Of The Rigid Plastic Packaging Container (RPPC) Manufacturer Certification Process For 1996 And Next Steps Towards Statutory Compliance

The California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) adopted an aggregate or “all-container” RPPC recycling rate and a PETE RPPC recycling rate for 1996 which were below the statutory minimums of 25% and 55%, respectively; 

WHEREAS, 
The Board directed staff to mail certification forms to not less than 250, but no more than 500 randomly selected companies for the purpose of determining compliance with the RPPC requirements for 1996;

WHEREAS, Board staff initiated a certification of manufacturers for 1996;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the Board directs staff to begin implementing the comprehensive set of recommendations presented in agenda item, in the order that they are presented.
