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ITEM:

Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base-year Disposal Tonnage For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Elements For The Cities Of Clovis, Fowler, Fresno, Orange Cove, Parlier, Reedley, Sanger, And Selma, Fresno County

I.
SUMMARY 
If approved, this item will update the final Source Reduction and Recycling Elements for the Cities of Clovis, Fowler, Fresno, Orange Cove, Parlier, Reedley, Sanger, and Selma in Fresno County by increasing the base-year disposal tonnage for each City.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
On April 25, 1995, the Board voted to approve the individual Source Reduction and Recycling Elements (SRRE) for the Cities of Clovis, Fresno, Parlier, Reedley, Sanger, and Selma.  The Board approved the SRREs for the Cities of Fowler and Orange Cove on September 28, 1995 and June 25, 1997 respectively.

On July 23, 1997, the Board approved a base-year correction for Unincorporated Fresno County (County) to include previously omitted fruit cull disposal.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
The Board may:

1. Adopt the staff recommendation to approve the corrections to the jurisdictions’ SRREs, or

2. Not adopt the staff recommendation.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
These jurisdictions have requested corrections to their 1990 base-year disposal amounts to include fruit cull disposal not previously counted.  Board staff has determined that the requests have been adequately documented.  Therefore, staff recommends that the requests for correction be approved as shown in the tables of the following Analysis section.
V.
ANALYSIS 
Background: 

At the time Fresno County’s multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Generation Study was written, waste from Fresno County’s packing sheds was not counted because it was thought to be “agricultural waste,” and that it could not be included in the base-year generation amount.  Since that time, staff from Fresno County looked at the Standard Industrial Classification (SIC) codes for packing sheds and determined that this kind of waste does not meet the statutory definition of agricultural waste.  Fresno County staff then met with Board staff to discuss the feasibility of adding this waste type into the County’s base-year disposal.  As mentioned earlier, the County’s base-year correction was approved by the Board at the July 1997 meeting. The eight cities represented in this item submitted their requests for a similar base-year correction with their 1996 Annual Reports.

Documentation:

The documentation submitted by the County on behalf of the cities consists of a table from the 1985 Fresno County Solid Waste Management Plan identifying fruit culls as a waste type, and tables with calculations by Fresno County staff showing the 1990 disposed cull tonnage for each city and each fruit type.  This information is identical to the data supplied by the County for their base-year correction that was approved in 1997.

The County has also submitted documentation of the landfills in which fruit culls were previously disposed and has provided letters from the landfill owners/operators certifying that they witnessed fruit cull disposal at these landfills in 1990.  A table of the affected packing sheds and their corresponding jurisdictions has also been supplied.

These cities understand the importance of program implementation in achieving the mandates of AB 939.  City representatives have indicated their commitment to implementing the programs selected in their SRREs in letters submitted to Board staff.
