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Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Adequacy Of The Final Siting Element, Summary Plan And The Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan For Lake County
I.     SUMMARY
Siting Element

The Lake County Siting Element (CSE) describes current disposal options for County residents.  The CSE identifies the existing solid waste disposal facilities, their location, the owner/operator, maximum permitted daily and yearly disposal rates quantified in both tons and cubic yards, estimated remaining life, permitted waste types, and average daily waste received.  The CSE identifies the Eastlake Solid Waste Disposal Site (County Landfill) as the only landfill in the County being used for municipal solid waste disposal.  The permitted disposal capacity of the County Landfill satisfies the 15-year disposal requirement of Title 14 California Code of Regulations (CCR) Section 18755.3(c).

Siting criteria have been defined that would adequately assess a variety of issues related to the expansion of the existing landfill or development of a new solid waste disposal facility in the County.  The County Landfill has the potential to expand and there are no additional future landfill sites identified in the CSE.

The Cities of Lakeport and Clearlake and the Lake County Board of Supervisors adopted the CSE.   Therefore, the County has met the criteria in PRC Section 41721 that the CSE must be approved by a majority of the Cities within the County which contain a majority of population of the incorporated area.

Staff recommends approval of the Lake County Siting Element.

Summary Plan

The Lake County Summary Plan (Plan) provides an overview of the waste management infrastructure for Lake County and the two incorporated cities.  The Plan describes goals and policies the County and the Local Task Force developed to guide the County in coordinating countywide programs.  The Plan also contains a countywide profile, plan administration description, summary of countywide diversion programs, waste management practices, and financing for program implementation.  The Plan identifies all permitted solid waste facilities and existing waste diversion facilities countywide.

The Plan contains specific objectives for the development of integration strategies for reducing, diverting, marketing, and safely handling and disposing of all solid waste generated countywide.  The Plan summarizes the individual program components of each jurisdiction’s SRRE and HHWE and provides implementation schedules for the coordination and /or consolidation of the programs into the countywide program.  The County has taken the current or most recent information, as per 14 CCR Section 18757.5 and prepared a summary of countywide solid waste management practices being implemented by all the cities.  Implementation costs and funding sources for the countywide programs are adequately summarized in the Plan.

Staff recommend approval of the Lake County Summary Plan.
