Consideration Of Adoption Of A Negative Declaration For The Crm L.l.c. Major Waste Tire Facility Permit
WHEREAS, the CRM Company L.L.C. (CRM) plans to establish a crumb rubber operation at 1580 South Avalon Boulevard., Compton, Los Angeles County; and

WHEREAS, operation plans for CRM’s crumb rubber operation include storage of up to 80,000 waste tires; and 

WHEREAS, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) is charged with the authority to regulate storage of 500 or more waste tires and operators of such facilities are required to obtain a waste tire facility permit; and

WHEREAS, CRM has submitted an application for a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit to the Board, and approval and issuance of a waste tire facility permit is a discretionary decision and is considered a project under the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); and

WHEREAS, the proposed crumb rubber operation and subsequent tire storage facility does not require a conditional use permit or other local approvals that usually trigger an environmental analysis so the Board assumed the role of Lead Agency and prepared an Mitigated Negative Declaration (ND) State Clearinghouse # 98112077; and

WHEREAS, the crumb rubber processing operations are not subject to CIWMB’s authority and are not regulated by this agency and are outside the scope of this environmental study; and 

WHEREAS, the ND identified the proposed project’s potential significant environmental impacts that may result from the storage of waste tires and provided mitigation measures that would reduce those impacts to less than significant levels; and

WHEREAS, a public notice was placed in the Los Angeles Times and on the Internet, and the public review period extended from December 1, until December 31, 1998. 

NOW, THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board has considered, approved and adopted the ND and will file a Notice of Determination with the Office of Planning and Research to document that action.
