Consideration Of Approval Of Funding Allocation And Scope Of Work For The Oxford Tire Site Remediation/Closure Project

WHEREAS, the California Integrated Waste Management Board was created with the enactment of the California Integrated Waste Management Act of 1989, and the major responsibility of the Board is to develop and implement new integrated waste management policy for the State of California; and,

WHEREAS, the Public Resources Code (PRC), Section 42845(a) states that any person who stores, stockpiles, or accumulates waste tires at a location for which a waste tire facility permit is required or in violation of a waste tire facility permit, or the statute or regulations governing the permitting and storage of waste tires, shall upon order of the Board, clean up those waste tires or abate the effects thereof, or, in the case of threatened pollution or nuisance, take other necessary remedial action; and,

WHEREAS, PRC Section 42846(a) allows the Board to expend available money in the California Tire Recycling Management Fund to perform any cleanup, abatement, or remedial work required under the circumstances set forth in Section 42845 which in its judgement is required by the magnitude of endeavor or the need for prompt action to prevent substantial pollution, nuisance, or injury to the public health and safety; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves allocation of up to $3,800,000 from the Tire Recycling Management Fund to the remediation and closure of the Oxford Tire Site.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the scope of work for the Request for Proposals for the remediation and closure of the Oxford Tire Site and directs staff to issue the Request for Proposals at the earliest possible date.
