Consideration Of Staff Recommendations On The Adequacy Of The Siting Element And Regional Agency Integrated Waste Management Plan For The Sierra County Regional Agency 

I.
SUMMARY 
Siting Element
The Sierra County Regional Agency Siting Element (RSE) describes current disposal options for County residents.  The RSE identifies the existing solid waste disposal facility, the location, the owner/operator, maximum permitted daily and yearly disposal rates in both tons and cubic yards, estimated remaining life, permitted waste types, and average daily waste received.  The RSE identifies the Loyalton Sanitary Landfill (SWIS #46-AA-001) as the only landfill in the County being used for municipal solid waste disposal.  There is presently sufficient capacity within the Loyalton Sanitary Landfill to accommodate waste for an estimated 45 years, which exceeds the 15-year minimum planning period required per California Code of Regulations (CCR) Section 18755.3 (c).  There are no areas planned for expansion and no new disposal facilities will be sited for the next 15 years.

Regional Agency Integrated Waste Management Plan

The Board has acted on all the Sierra County Regional Agency’s SRREs, HHWEs, NDFEs and SP.   If the Board accepts staff recommendation to approve the RSE, the Sierra Regional Agency Integrated Waste Management Plan (RAIWMP) will be complete.

II. PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 

Siting Element
On February 18, 1998 the Board voted to approve the request for reduced requirements of the RSE.  The final RSE was exempted from containing information required by Title 14, CCR sections 18756, 18756.1, and 18756.5.  These sections pertain to establishing new facility locations, descriptions, and strategies to dispose of waste when in excess of capacity.

On April 30, 1998, the Board voted to accept the County of Sierra's compliance schedule to submit its outstanding RSE by November 30, 1998.  On November 30, 1998 the RSE was received via Fax.
