Approval Of Proposed Ranking Criteria And Scoring Process For Farm And Ranch Cleanup And Abatement Grant Program
WHEREAS, the State of California is faced with illegal dumping in rural areas posing a threat to the public health and safety, and the environment; and

WHEREAS, Chapter 2.5 (commencing with section 48100), Part 7 of Division 30 of the Public Resources Code requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as the “Board”)  allocate funding from the California Tire Recycling Management Fund (Tire Fund), Integrated Waste Management Fund, and the California Used Oil Recycling Fund to administer the Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, the Board receives an annual appropriation from the General Fund to pay for cost of cleanup, abatement, or other remedial action related to the illegal disposal sites on agricultural properties; and
WHEREAS, the Board allocated $459, 000 for the Fiscal Year 1998-99 Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, staff has developed the evaluation process and scoring criteria in accordance with Board policy;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board hereby approves the proposed ranking criteria and scoring process for the Farm and Ranch Solid Waste Cleanup and Abatement Grant Program; and  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to prepare the Notice of Funding Availability (NOFA) and grant application form to be mailed out to interested local governments.
