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PROPOSED TEXT FOR EMERGENCY REGULATIONS 

Section 17974 Penalties

What can happen to me if I make a false or misleading certification or I do not comply with the statutory requirements?

a) Any person who does not comply with the statutory requirements for this program may be found guilty of an infraction, and/or may be subject to civil penalties.  The Board may assess civil penalties of up to $1,000 per violation, subject to notice and hearing.

b) Late filers and non-filers shall be subject to the graduated penalty structure below:

1. At least 45 days late



$500 penalty

2. More than 90 days late/nonfiler

$1000 penalty

For the 1998 compliance year only, the penalty structure would be effective for assessing penalties against late filers and non-filers 45 days following the approval of these regulations by the Office of Administrative Law.

(The following text would be used if Option B.2 is chosen)

c)
The Executive Director shall assess penalties against late and non-filers in accordance with the graduated penalty structure.

(Option 2 – if the hearing is delegated to staff)

c)
The Executive Director shall assess penalties against late and non-filers in accordance with the graduated penalty structure.  A Consumer of Newsprint may appeal the penalty assessed above to the full Board within ten (10) working days of receipt of the Notice of Penalty.  This appeal must be made in writing and must be addressed to the Executive Director of the Board.  The Executive Director shall calendar the appeal for hearing by the Board within thirty (30) days of receipt of the written notification by the Consumer of Newsprint.
