STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff has determined the information provided in the amendment is adequate.  Therefore, staff recommends the amended CSE be approved.

V.
ANALYSIS
Alameda County has submitted a locally approved amendment to its CSE, for the Board’s consideration.  The CSE was amended to modify Davis Street Transfer Station service area or geographic waste shed, increase the daily cap from 5,000 to 5,600 tons, and delete reference to a weekly cap.  Alameda County Waste Management Authority has locally adopted the proposed CSE amendment with resolution no. 98-19.  This resolution was adopted by the majority of cities containing the majority of the incorporated population of Alameda County.  Therefore, the County has met the requirement in PRC Section 41721.5.
