Resolution 1999-93
Consideration Of Staff Recommendation Of The Previously Conditionally Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element For The City Of Capitola, Santa Cruz County

WHEREAS,
the City of Capitola (City) previously submitted a Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE), and at the January 25, 1995 Board Meeting the SRRE was conditionally approved; and

WHEREAS,
that conditional approval was based on the fact that, after Board adjustments for incorrectly claimed diversion (i.e. transformation, commercial and industrial hazardous wastes and restricted materials), the City’s diversion projection fell short of the 50% goal for the year 2000 set forth in Public Resources Code Section 41780; and

WHEREAS,
the condition of the approval required the City to identify how it will make up the shortfall for the diversion projection for the year 2000 in the first Annual Report to the Board explaining what measures to be taken to rectify this inadequacy; and
WHEREAS,
the City submitted the required information in their 1995 Annual Report to the Board, specifically updating the diversion estimate attributed to their commercial green waste self-haul program at local composting and mulching facilities; and

WHEREAS,
based on review of this additional information, Board staff found that the SRRE is now consistent with the 50% diversion goal for the year 2000, and Board staff recommend approval of the SRRE; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board hereby approves the Source Reduction and Recycling Element for the City of Capitola.
