Consideration And Approval Of Contract Concept, Scope Of Work, And Award Of Sole Source Contract To Gottfried Technologies, Inc. (GTek)

WHEREAS, the concept of Green Building is an integrated approach which encompasses integrated waste management objectives such as building material efficiency, construction and demolition waste reduction, and maximizing the use of reused- and recycled-content building and landscaping materials; and 

WHEREAS, 
the Board, with assistance from Gottfried Technologies, was instrumental in developing green building recommendations for the Cal/EPA building, which for the most part were not incorporated into the building due to timing and first-cost budget constraints; and 

WHEREAS,
the Capitol Area East End Project provides another significant opportunity to promote the use of Green Building principles in government building programs, while providing long-term cost savings, healthier buildings for employees, and reduced environmental impacts; and

WHEREAS, Gottfried Technologies has the necessary experience assembling interdisciplinary teams and conducting comprehensive analysis on energy efficiency and green building measures, is located in California, and can quickly provide this analysis within the time constraints of the Capitol Area East End Project; 

WHEREAS, the Legislature’s Joint Rules Committee, within the past two weeks, has indicated that the CIWMB should have a key role in working with the Department of General Services and the California Energy Commission to incorporate sustainable building measures into the Capitol Area East End Project, and that this assistance must be provided within the existing time constraints of the Project;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board approves the contract concept, Scope of Work, and award of a sole source contract to Gottfried Technologies to perform critical technical analysis and support, necessary to achieve significant green building measures in the Capitol Area East End Complex.
