Resolution 1999-75
Consideration Of Progress Made By The Inyo County Department Of Environmental Health Services As Local Enforcement Agency For Inyo County During The Continuance Of Its Extended Probationary Status

Resolution modifying the designation approval and certification status of the Inyo County Division of Environmental health as the Local Enforcement Agency for Inyo County, and approval of CIWMB assumption of LEA enforcement responsibilities.

WHEREAS,
LEA evaluation results found the Inyo County Division of Environmental Health Services not to be fulfilling all its responsibilities and required the development, approval, and implementation of an evaluation workplan addressing the LEA's program implementation issues; and

WHEREAS, 
consideration given by the CIWMB to renewed commitment by Inyo County officials and the operator to fast track resolution of outstanding jurisdictional State Minimum Standards and permitting issues during two compliance meetings with Board staff in the month of May, 1998 has not resulted in adequate compliance progress; and

WHEREAS,
consideration of progress made by the Inyo County Division of Environmental Health Services during CIWMB continuance of the LEA’s six month probationary status extension reveals incomplete fulfillment of the stipulations committed to by the Inyo County Division of Environmental Health Services;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED based on the foregoing considerations, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB), pursuant to Public Resources Code Division 30 Part 4, Chapter 2, Article 1, Section 43216.5, hereby resolves to assume responsibility for enforcement duties from the Inyo County Division of Environmental Health Services as the Local Enforcement Agency for Inyo County, to assure appropriate actions are taken within Inyo County for significant outstanding issues as determined by the CIWMB.  This action shall be suspended until July 1, 1999, and shall remain effective for a period of not less than one year, and until such a time that the LEA can demonstrate it is capable of fulfilling its enforcement responsibilities.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that until July 1, 1999, the Inyo County Division of Environmental Health shall continue to serve in its full capacity as the  Local Enforcement Agency for Inyo County, and shall provide the CIWMB, beginning April 15, 1999, monthly progress updates for outstanding jurisdictional compliance issues.
