on September 10, 1998, the Board approved the evaluation criteria and scoring process for the 1998/99 HHW Grant; and

WHEREAS,
Board staff solicited applications for HHW Grants from October 26, 1998 through January 22, 1999; and
WHEREAS,
a total of 48 applications were received by the final filing date of January 22, 1999; and
WHEREAS,
Board staff reviewed and evaluated all grant proposals based on the aforementioned criteria; and
WHEREAS,
the Board-approved scoring process requires that an applicant receive a minimum score of 70 points to be eligible for available funding.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED   that the California Integrated Waste Management Board hereby adopts the resulting rankings and funding recommendations of applicants as listed below; and 

BE IT FUTHER RESOLVED   that the Board authorizes the Executive Director, or his designee, to award up to $2,985,431 for HHW Grants;

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED   that the Board directs staff to develop and enter into Grant Agreements with each grant recipient; and
