Resolution 1999-10
Public Hearing For The Consideration Of Revocation Of The Minor Waste Tire Facility Permit Issued To Economy Tire Service, Stanislaus County 

WHEREAS,
Economy Tire Service, is a Minor Waste Tire Facility (WTF) located at 1024 Crows Landing Road, Modesto, California; and

WHEREAS, the California Integrated Waste Management Board (CIWMB) has authority to act as the enforcement agency for this waste tire facility pursuant to Public Resource Code 42800 et seq.; and

WHEREAS, the operator, Mr. Sixto Porras is in violation of PRC 42823, which states that no person shall establish a new major Waste Tire Facility (WTF) or expand an existing minor WTF unless the person has obtained a major WTF permit issued by the CIWMB pursuant to section 42822; and


WHEREAS, the Board may deny, suspend, or revoke a waste tire facility permit in accordance with the procedures in this article if the applicant or holder of the permit has done any of the following acts:

(a) Committed any violation of, or failed to comply with any requirement of, this chapter.

(b) Aided, abetted, or permitted any violation of this chapter.

(c) Aided, abetted, or permitted a failure to comply with this chapter if the failure of compliance shows a repeating or recurring pattern or may pose a threat to public health or safety or the environment.

(d) Committed any violation of, or failed to comply with, any order issued by the Board relating to the safe storage or processing of waste tires.

(e) Committed any misrepresentation or omission of a significant fact or other required information in the application for a waste tire facility permit; and

WHEREAS, on June 22, 1995, Notice & Order No. 95-22 was issued by California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as the CIWMB) to the operator, Mr. Porras requesting that all waste tires be removed from Economy Tire Service by August 31, 1995 or obtain a WTF Permit; and

WHEREAS, on March 8, 1996, an Administrative Hearing was held in Sacramento, California concerning this operator.  In this Administrative Complaint No. 95-22A, it was alleged that the 

operator failed to obtain a minor WTF permit and abide by applicable statute and regulation concerning the storage of waste tires; and

WHEREAS, on August 12, 1996, the CIWMB issued to Economy Tire Service (50-TI-0129) a Minor WTF Permit which allowed the operator, Mr. Porras to store no more than 4,999 waste tires on site; and

WHEREAS, on August 11, 1997, a second Administrative Hearing was held in Sacramento, California concerning this operator and the failure to abide by the Minor WTF Permit, Terms and Conditions.  In this Administrative Complaint No. 97-22A, it was alleged that Mr. Porras was in violation of PRC 42823, which states that no person shall establish a new Major WTF or expand an existing Minor WTF unless the person has obtained a Major WTF permit issued by the CIWMB pursuant to section 42822. At that time, Mr. Porras removed approximately 9,000 waste tires from this site so as to be in compliance with his Minor WTF permit; and

WHEREAS, on November 12, 1998, CIWMB staff, accompanied by a representative of the Stanislaus County Consolidated Fire District, conducted a site visit of Economy Tire Service and documented that approximately 14,700 waste tires were again being stored in violation of the Minor WTF Permit issued on August 12, 1996 and the violations of Title 14 CCR section 17354-Waste Tire Storage Standards.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board has determined that there will be no revocation or suspension of Economy Tire Service’s Minor Waste Tire Facility Permit at this time.  Within the next six months, there shall be an indeterminate number of inspections.  Upon finding any violations within the next six months, the Board shall notice a revocation immediately to Economy Tire Service’s Minor Waste Tire Facility Permit.  If no violations are noted within this time period, no action will be taken under this item.
