Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base-Year Disposal Tonnage For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element For The City Of Half Moon Bay, San Mateo County

I.
SUMMARY
If approved, this item will update the final Source Reduction and Recycling Element for the City of Half Moon Bay in San Mateo County by increasing the base-year disposal tonnage.

II.
PREVIOUS (BOARD OR COMMITTEE) ACTION
On September 19, 1994, the Board voted to approve the individual Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) for the City of Half Moon Bay.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD

The Board may:

1. Adopt the staff recommendation to approve the correction to the jurisdiction’s SRRE, or

2. Not adopt the staff recommendation.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
This jurisdiction has requested correction to their 1991 base-year disposal amount by increasing the City’s 1991 self-hauled disposal and also adding sludge disposal into the base-year.  Board staff has determined that the request has been adequately documented.  Therefore, staff recommends that the request for correction be approved as shown in the table of the following analysis section.

V.
ANALYSIS
Background: 

At the time the City’s Solid Waste Generation Study (SWGS) was written, the self-hauled disposal was underestimated.  To correct the under-estimated amount of self-hauled disposal for 1991, the City collected disposal records for 1995, 1996, and 1997 and calculated the percentage of the total waste stream that the self-hauled portion represented.  The average percentage of self-hauled disposal over the three –year period was 62%.  The base-year was corrected by applying this percentge to the jurisdiction’s base-year.  The City submitted their request for  base-year correction with their 1995 Annual Report.  The City used one of the methods approved at the March 1997 Board meeting to estimate the disposal amount omitted in the original waste generation study.
