Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base-Year For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element For Unincorporated San Bernardino County

I.
SUMMARY 
If approved this item will update the final Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) for Unincorporated San Bernardino County (County).

II.
PREVIOUS (BOARD OR COMMITTEE) ACTION 
On August 27, 1997, the Board voted to approve the final SRRE for County.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
The Board may:

1.
Adopt the staff recommendation to approve the corrections to the SRRE, or

2.
Not adopt the staff recommendation.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
The County has requested a correction to its base-year for disposal and diversion that was either not identified or allocated to it in the original base-year.  Board staff has determined the request has been adequately documented.  Therefore, staff recommends the request for correction be approved.

V.
ANALYSIS
Three multi-jurisdictional Solid Waste Generation Studies were conducted for the entire San Bernardino County, which the County used in aggregate to establish their original base-year.  The three studies were for the Desert and Mountain Coalition of San Bernardino County, the West San Bernardino Valley Coalition, and the East San Bernardino Valley Coalition.  A fourth study was conducted for the City of Ontario, but exclusively for Ontario.  Based on the four studies, county-wide base-year disposal was determined to be approximately 1,640,000 tons. Using more accurate Board of Equalization (BOE) records for landfill disposal in 1990 at the facilities identified in the four studies, county-wide base-year disposal was approximately 1,840,000 tons.

The disposal percentages used for each San Bernardino County jurisdiction in their original SRREs were determined to still be accurate, so the County used their original percent disposal to determine their portion of the additional BOE tonnage.

There were also seven permitted landfills in the unincorporated areas that were not included in any of the four studies, totaling approximately 61,000 tons.  These landfills are either very small, on U.S. Military Bases, or privately owned, and used exclusively by the owners.  All seven landfills have disposal tonnages reported to the current Disposal Reporting System, which are allocated exclusively to the County.  All 61,000 tons will be allocated to the County.

In addition, approximately 3,300 tons of waste that was exported to Kern County and Arizona was not originally included.  The entire amount will be allocated to the County.

Recycling activity that was occurring on the United States Marine Corp Base at Twentynine Palms was also not included in any of the four studies.  This activity amounted to 858 tons of diversion and will be allocated to the County.

The County proposes to add the above disposal and diversion amounts, resulting in the corrected base-year disposal and diversion for the County, as shown in the following table.
