OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD OR COMMITTEE 
Within 180 days of accepting a completed application, the Board must issue or deny the issuance of a Waste Tire Facility Permit, 14 CCR 18425(a).  Since the application for this facility was accepted as complete on April 15, 1999, the last day the Board may act is October 12, 1999.  The Board may decide to:

1. Issue the permit.

2. Postpone action.

3. Deny the permit.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the Board adopt option number one.  This action will be documented with the Board’s adoption of Permit Decision No. 1999-213   approving the issuance of Major Waste Tire Facility Permit No. 34-TI-0598.

ANALYSIS 
Background: 

History:
Total Tire Recycling was issued an exclusion from the requirements to obtain a waste tire facility permit on June 3, 1996.  Total Tire Recycling was issued a Major Waste Tire Facility permit on July 23, 1997.  The facility was owned and operated by Gary Matranga.  On January 4, 1999, Mr. Matranga (landlord) entered into a lease agreement with Total Tire Recycling, LLC (tenant), leasing the facility and operations associated with the facility to Total Tire Recycling, LLC (TTRLLC).

Project Description

TTRLLC is located in a heavy industrial zone of the City of Sacramento in the Sacramento Recycling Market Development Zone and the existing Enterprise Zone known as the Florin-Perkins area.

Waste tires are transported to TTRLLC via registered tire haulers from various locations throughout the state.  Passenger, truck, tractor, earthmovers, aircraft, forklift and split tires are accepted at the facility.  Processing equipment on-site includes a cutter, shredder, splitter, debeader, and a pneumatic wheel crusher.

Upon arrival at the facility, the waste tires are sorted.  Good used tires are resold.  Waste tires that are not recyclable are shredded and transported to local landfills.

The proposed project is to revise the Major WTFP to reflect the current operator of the site.  Changes in design or operation are not proposed.

Key Issues: 
Waste Tire Facility permits are issued solely to the operator that is named in the permit, and are not transferable, as per Title 14, California Code of Regulations (CCR) sections 18425(e).

Findings:
Requirements for Issuance of a Major Waste Tire Facility Permit

The following table summarizes Board staff's review and analysis of the application supporting the proposed permit for this item.
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California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)

CEQA documentation that was considered for the initial issuance of the permit in 1997:

State Law requires that preparation of an environmental document in accordance with CEQA.  In 1987, the City of Sacramento prepared a draft and final environmental impact report (EIR) for the City of Sacramento’s General Plan.  In 1988, the City of Sacramento Department of Housing and Redevelopment prepared a program EIR for the Oak Park/Florin Enterprise Zone.  The EIRs collectively included analyses for impacts associated with industrial development within the enterprise zone.

Subsequently, in 1992, a Negative Declaration was prepared and adopted for the Sacramento Recycling Market Development Zone (RMDZ), 4,500 acre area in which the tire facility is located.  The boundary consists of all the industrial areas within the existing Enterprise Zone.  The Negative Declaration analyzed the RMDZ overlay on the existing zone to determine if any new impacts not previously considered in the Program EIR would occur.  Although transportation and circulation were identified as potentially significant, impacts and mitigations were fully analyzed in the scope of the program EIR prepared for the Enterprise Zone.

Conclusion/Determination with regards to change in operator/permit revision:

The proposed permit revision is to reflect a change in operator; design or operational changes are not proposed.  Therefore, staff have determined that this permit revision does not constitute a project under the CEQA, as described in Public Resources Code, Division 13, section 21065, because it does not have potential to cause direct physical change to the environment, or a reasonable foreseeable indirect physical change in the environment.

Consistency with State Minimum Standards & Local Requirements

The application for this major waste tire facility includes the Sacramento-Yolo Mosquito and Vector Control District approved vector control plan and the City of Sacramento Fire Departments’ approval of indoor and outdoor tire storage procedures.  The application also describes station security in a manner that meets State Minimum Standards. Board staff has determined, based on review of the application and a pre-permit inspection conducted on March 25, 1999, that the facility’s design and operation are consistent with the applicable waste tire storage standards. 

Financial Assurance and Operating Liability

The operator submitted financial assurance mechanisms for closure and operating liability for TTRLLC Major Waste Tire Facility.  Staff has determined that the Trust Agreement meets the requirements of Title 14; California Code of Regulations (CCR), Division 7, Chapter 6, Article 9, section 18474, and the current fund balance is adequate at this time.  In addition, the Certificate of Liability Insurance meets the requirements of 14 CCR, Chapter 6, Article 10, section 18491.
