Consideration Of Grant Awards For The Fiscal Year 1998-99 Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program

WHEREAS,
the State of California is faced with an inventory of at least 30 million waste tires, a portion of which are illegally stockpiled, posing a threat to public health and safety and the environment; and

WHEREAS, 
Public Resources Code Section 42889 (d) requires the California Integrated Waste Management Board (hereinafter referred to as the “Board”) to allocate funding from the California Tire Recycling Management Fund (Tire Fund) to pay for costs associated with the development and enforcement of regulations relating to the storage of waste tires; and

WHEREAS,
the Board receives an annual appropriation from the Tire Fund to administer the Tire Recycling Act and related legislation; and
WHEREAS,  the Board allocated $500,000 for the Fiscal Year 1998-99 Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the Board hereby adopts the staff recommendation for the Fiscal Year 1998-99 Waste Tire Enforcement Grant Program in the amount of $356,325.06; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED  that the Board hereby directs staff to develop and execute grant agreements with the grant recipients, and that any funds from this program that are repaid to the Board by grant, loan, or contract recipients will be repaid to the Tire Fund.
