Consideration And Approval To Award Contract For The Construction Phase Of The Septic Tank Leachfield Demonstration Project

I.
SUMMARY 
Staff seeks Board approval of award of contract for construction services to build a cast-in-place septic tank and two-600 foot leachfields.  One leachfield is to be constructed using tire shreds and the other leachfield is to be constructed using aggregate.  The Invitation for Bid (IFB) process was applied in accordance with all applicable guidelines.  

II.
PREVIOUS ACTION 
In April 1998, the Board allocated $250,000 to fund a demonstration project to study the environmental and economic feasibility of using tire shreds in place of aggregate for septic tank leachfield filter media.  On February 23, 1999, the Board approved the Scope of Work (SOW) for the Construction Phase of the Septic Tank Leachfield Demonstration Project at a cost of $110,000 and the SOW for the Monitoring Phase of the Septic Tank Leachfield Demonstration Project at a cost of $60,000.

OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
1. Concur with staff's recommendation to award the construction contract;  or

2. Not award the construction contract at this time.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Based on the response to the IFB, staff recommends awarding the construction contract to

Mid-Valley Construction.

V. ANALYSIS 

Background: 

The contractor selection process for this contract utilized the Invitation for Bid process.   The IFB process used in this item was administered by staff from the Administration and Finance Division’s Contracts Unit.  

The IFB process included the following procedures:

1. Public notice advertised on April 9, 1999;

2. Bidders conference held on April 20, 1999;

3. Bids opened at 2:00 pm on April 29, 1999; and

4. Completeness review of the bid package.

Seven entities requested a copy of the IFB.  One company, Mid-Valley Construction, submitted a bid for the Demonstration Project with a bid of $109,404.  The contractors bid package was determined to be complete.

Mid-Valley Construction's bid package was determined to be complete and after checking references staff has determined that Mid-Valley Construction meets all the requirements put forth in the IFB process.
