I.
SUMMARY 
This item presents the proposed Scope of Work for an agreement between the CIWMB and the West Sonoma County Union High School District to provide partial funding for the construction of an athletic track surfaced with materials containing recycled tires at Analy High School in Sebastopol, Sonoma County.  Under the agreement proposed, Analy High School will work with the CIWMB staff to identify and implement other waste minimization and sustainable building practices at the track facility.  The amount of the proposed agreement is $50,000.  The estimated cost of the athletic track is $213,000.

PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
At its April 29, 1999 meeting, the Board reallocated $50,000 from the Tire Recycling Management Fund for this project.

III. OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 

1. Approve the scope of work and instruct the staff to enter into a contract with the West Sonoma County Union High School District for the project.

2. Approve the scope of work with amendment and instruct the staff to enter into a contract with with the West Sonoma County Union High School District for the project.

3. Deny approval of the scope of work and do not award the contract.

Option 1:  Approve the scope the scope of work and instruct the staff to enter into a contract with the West Sonoma County Union High School District for the project.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background:  At its April 29, 1999 meeting, the Board reallocated $50,000 from the Tire Recycling Management Fund to provide supplementary funding for the construction of an athletic track surface with materials containing recycled tires at Analy High School in Sonoma County.  This item presents a proposed Scope of Work for an agreement between the CIWMB and the West Sonoma County Union High School District to provide partial funding for the construction of the track.  Analy High School is required to evaluate additional recycling and reuse options at the track facility under the proposed Scope of Work.  The estimated cost of the track is $213,000.  The Board’s contribution to the project is $50,000, from the Waste Tire Recycling Fund.

Key Issues:  The proposed agreement will: 1) foster markets for waste tires; 2) promote waste minimization; and 3) advance sustainable building practices.  

Fiscal Impacts:  The proposed contract amount is $50,000 to be spent from the Tire Recycling Management Fund.
