Consideration And Approval Of:  (A) Scope Of Work To Sacramento County For The Installation Of Rubberized Asphalt Concrete On Residential Streets Within The Former Military Base Now Known As Mather Field; And, (B) Award Of Contract To Sacramento County For The Installation Of Rubberized Asphalt Concrete On Residential Streets Within The Former Military Base Now Known As Mather Field

I. SUMMARY 

On April 29, 1999 the Board reallocated $200,000 from the FY 1998/99 Tire Recycling Management Fund to be used in a rubberized asphalt concrete (RAC) paving project at the former military base now known as Mather Field.  The County of Sacramento, in conjunction with Lewis Homes (a subsidiary of Kaufman and Broad), is willing to include the placement of RAC on existing streets within the developing residential section of Mather Field as part of its countywide RAC overlay program.  This item presents a scope of work for the project for Board consideration and approval.  In addition, staff requests that the Board award the contract for the project to the County of Sacramento.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
On April 29, 1999 the Board reallocated $ 200,000 in unspent funds from the FY 1998/99 Tire Recycling Management Fund and directed staff to develop a scope of work for a contract with the County of Sacramento to install rubberized asphalt concrete on existing streets in the residential section of Mather Field.  Through a separate cooperative agreement with the County of Sacramento, Lewis Homes will contribute $200,000 in matching funds to the project.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
The options available to the Board are as follows:

(1) Approve the scope of work and award the contract to Sacramento County.

(2) Direct staff to make specific modifications to the scope of work and award the contract.

(3) Disapprove the scope of work and not award the contract.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends the Board select Option 1 and adopt Resolution 99- 221, approving the scope of work for the Mather Field rubberized asphalt paving project and award of the contract to Sacramento County.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background: 

The Board is faced with the challenge of responsibly managing approximately 30 million reusable and waste tires generated annually.  The Board’s Tire Recycling program encourages many uses to address this challenge, including but not limited to, the use of tires as a fuel supplement, in civil engineering applications, and in crumb rubber applications.  The promotion of the use of rubberized asphalt concrete has been a staple in the mix of strategies for using waste tires since the early days of the tire recycling program.  The Board has spent or allocated to date nearly three million dollars from the tire recycling fund for projects involving RAC.  These projects range from the actual placement of RAC to technical research aimed at improving the performance of RAC.  This project would further these goals and may be a precursor activity to and form a basis for the establishment of a Northern California RAC technical center as recommended by the AB 117 report.

Assembly Bill 1843 (Statutes of 1989, Chapter 974), the Tire Recycling Act, allows the Board to award grants and contracts to local governments and public entities involved in tire recycling activities.   On April 29, 1999, the Board reallocated $200,000 in unspent funds from FY 1998/99 Waste Tire Recycling Management Fund towards a rubberized asphalt concrete project proposed by the County of Sacramento in cooperation with Lewis Homes.  

Key Issues: 

The scope of work for this project is presented in Attachment 1.  In general, the work calls for the placement of approximately 4,250 tons of RAC placed in an overlay on several streets in the area where Lewis Homes is constructing new houses.  The Mather Field project will recycle approximately 11,000 tires and bring the number of tires used in the countywide RAC effort to over 85,000.

The work to be done consists of placing 0.1-foot rubberized asphalt concrete pavement overlays on existing streets, repairing existing damaged pavement in advance of the overlay, cold planing asphalt concrete pavement 5-foot wide at the lip of existing gutter, adjusting manholes to grade, and restriping the pavement to conform to the existing configuration or to the plans prepared for this project. 

Fiscal Impacts:  The proposed contract amount is $200,000 to be spent from the Tire Recycling Management Fund.
