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TITLE OF ITEM: Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base-Year For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element For The City Of Laguna Beach, Orange County 

SUMMARY OF ACTION/MOTION:   

Board Member Steve Jones made the following motion:

MOTION REGARDING BASE-YEAR ADJUSTMENTS

· I am making a motion that will cover a number of items at once. After consideration of this motion, we will not be calling these items individually, so any jurisdictions who are here, and wish to speak to these issues, or their requests for Base-year adjustments, should speak at this time.

· I would like to move as follows: 

Based upon the information discussed so far, and the information provided in our agenda packets, I do not believe that  there is sufficient information to support a base-year adjustment for the following cities:

Half Moon Bay and San Bruno San Mateo County; Concord, Contra Costa County; Bell Gardens, Bell flower, Burbank, Cerritos, Claremont, Cudahy, Hidden Hills, Lakewood, Lawndale, Lomita, Lynwood, Maywood, Monterey Park, Norwalk, Palos Verdes Estates, Rolling Hills, San Fernando, Temple City, Torrance, West Covina, West Hollywood, South El Monte and Whittier, Los Angeles County; Laguna Beach, Orange County; Colton, Loma Linda, Highland, Hesperia, and Unincorporated San Bernadino County, San Bernadino County.

· At the present time, the Board will not approve or disapprove the requested base-year adjustments.  Instead, we direct that the consideration of these adjustments be considered together with the biennial review for these jurisdictions.

· In performing those biennial reviews, and bringing them back before the Board, staff should review as provided by the jurisdictions:

· detailed information and records supporting or justifying the requested base-year changes

· program implementation information which may support or not support the 1995 diversion rates that would be the result of the requested base-year changes

· information regarding 1996 diversion rates and program implementation which may or may not support the accuracy of the 1995 diversion rates that would be the result of the requested base-year changes

· At the time of these biennial reviews, the Board will determine whether or not to approve the requested base-year changes.  If based on the information provided, the Board believes that the jurisdiction's diversion rate and the base-year upon which the rate is predicated are not accurate, the Board may direct that a compliance hearing be scheduled to place the jurisdiction on a compliance order

· The compliance order would require, among other things, that the jurisdiction be required to revise the inaccurate numbers, and may include a requirement that the jurisdiction complete a new waste characterization study.
