II.
PREVIOUS (BOARD OR COMMITTEE) ACTION 
The Board last concurred with a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) for the site 

in August 1998.  The proposed revised permit is the result of the operator's proposed 

change in the facility operations.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD OR COMMITTEE 
Requirements for Concurrence with the Solid Waste Facilities Permit Pursuant to Public Resource Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur with or object to the issuance of a Solid Waste Facility Permit.  On May 17, 1999, the proposed permit for this facility was received. On June 14, 1999, the operator waived the statutory time limits for fifteen days. Therefore, the last day the Board may act is August 8, 1999.

Board Members may decide to:

1. Concur with the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

2. Object to the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

3. Take no action on the proposed permit; if no action is taken within 60 days of the receipt of the proposed permit, the Board shall be deemed to have concurred in the issuance of the permit as submitted by the LEA.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
At the time this item was prepared, Board staff were in the midst of discussion with the LEA regarding issues of the consistency of the site operations with the CIWMB standards.  Therefore, Board staff recommendation for the proposed permit will be presented at the Board meeting on July 27-28, 1999.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background:  The County of San Bernardino has operated this landfill since 1965 and the site was issued the initial Solid Waste Facility Permit for operations in 1979 as a Class III landfill. 

Key Issues: The proposed project is to allow for the following:

· Modify the permit language to stipulate the most applicable conditions for site operations;

· Amend the Report of Disposal Site Information (RDSI) to address soil harvesting (a soil management practice), ash handling procedures, CIWMB approved alternative daily covers (ADC), and the existing landfill gas management plan.

1. Conformance with County Integrated Waste Management Plan                                        The CIWMB approved the Integrated Waste Management Plan for the County of San Bernardino in October 1997, and approved their revised Countywide Siting Element (SE) on January 21, 1999.  The Board’s Office of Local Assistance staff found that the facility description in the proposed permit is consistent with the description in the County’s SE and, therefore, the proposed permit for this facility is in conformance with the County’s SE.

2. Consistency with State Minimum Standards                                                                                                                                           
According to the Local Enforcement Agency's inspection reports for April 1999 through June 1999 the facility was in violation of the litter standard.  On June 16, 1999, Board staff issued a Notice of Intent (NOI) to list the facility on the Inventory for violating the litter standard.  The LEA/CIWMB is planning to conduct a joint inspection in July 1999 to determine if the operations of the subject facility are consistent with the CIWMB standards.  The results of the LEA/CIWMB’s inspection on July 1999 will be presented at the Board meeting on July 27, 1999.

3. California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)  

For a project subject to CEQA, state law requires evidence of compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA); either through the preparation, circulation, and adoption/certification of an environmental document; or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt prior to project approval.

The County of San Bernardino Department of Public Health, Environmental Health Services, acting as the local enforcement agency (LEA), proposes to revise the SWFP for this facility in order to update the SWFP and eliminate excessive terms and conditions related to operations at the Landers Sanitary Landfill (SWFP #36-AA-0057).  The LEA has cited the Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND, SCH #97091034) that was adopted in January 1998, as evidence of CEQA compliance for this proposed SWFP revision.

A comparison of the proposed SWFP with the CEQA documents and information supplied by the LEA and Permits staff indicate that the terms and conditions of the proposed SWFP are consistent with the proposed project as described and evaluated in the CEQA document.

Environmental Review staff are of the opinion that the cited CEQA document will be adequate for the CIWMB's environmental evaluation of this proposed project, for those project activities and changes which are within this agency's expertise and/or powers, or which are required to be carried out or approved by the CIWMB.
