WHEREAS, eligible applicants include local governments or agencies who seek financial assistance to provide for infrastructure and/or capital improvements in support of recycling businesses and not for profit organizations, as stated in California Code of Regulations (CCR), Title 14, section 17935.1; and

WHEREAS, the Board staff’s current process of demonstrating the applicant’s ability to repay an RMDZ loan, as described in the agenda item, is adequate and applicable to businesses and a local government entity.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board hereby adopts the Recycling Market Development Revolving Loan Program current process of demonstrating the applicant’s ability to repay an RMDZ loan, which is applicable to businesses and a local government entity, to take effect immediately.
