Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Adequacy Of The Amended Nondisposal Facility Element For The City Of San Diego, San Diego County

I.
SUMMARY
The City of San Diego (City) is amending their Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by identifying a new recovery and transfer station facility, EDCO Recovery and Transfer Station, to assist in meeting AB939 diversion goals and objectives.

II. PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
No Board Action has been taken on this amended NDFE.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
1. Approve the amended NDFE.

2. Conditionally approve the amended NDFE.

3. Disapprove the amended NDFE.

IV. ANALYSIS

The EDCO Recovery and Transfer Station, is owned and operated within the City of San Diego by the EDCO Disposal Corporation.  The Transfer Station is currently permitted to process 200 tons of solid waste per day and will be expanding the operation to 750 tons per day.  Additionally, it is anticipated that 2 to 5% of the solid waste will be diverted. The operator will be seeking to obtain a revised permit prior to this expansion. The City has submitted this amended NDFE to include a description of the expansion of the EDCO Recovery and Transfer Station.

V.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff has reviewed the request and supporting documentation, and recommends that the City’s amended Nondisposal Facility Element be approved as it has adequately addressed all requirements.
