Resolution 1999-386
Consideration Of A Revised Waste Facility Permit For The Palo Alto Refuse Disposal Site, Santa Clara County

WHEREAS,
the City of Palo Alto operates the Palo Alto Refuse Disposal Site and proposes to revise the solid waste facility permit to more clearly describe and condition site design and operating parameters; and

WHEREAS, 
the Santa Clara County Department of Environmental Health, Hazardous Materials Compliance Division, acting as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the Board for its review and concurrence with, or objection to, a revised Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) for the Palo Alto Refuse Disposal Site; and
WHEREAS,
the City of Palo Alto Department of Planning and Community Environment, Lead Agency for CEQA, has filed a Class I Notice of Exemption from CEQA, finding that the facility operates pursuant to permits issued by the CIWMB and the RWQCB in accordance with the 1975 EIR and the 1989 Negative Declaration.

WHEREAS,   the LEA has certified that the application package is complete and correct, and that the proposed permit is consistent with and is supported by existing CEQA analysis; and

WHEREAS, landfill gas concentrations are currently above regulatory limits at the permitted landfill boundary; and

WHEREAS, landfill gas levels do not currently pose an immediate threat to public health and safety, or the environment; and 

WHEREAS, the operator has submitted an interim gas control plan that details the problem and how the problem/violation will be addressed; and 

WHEREAS, the LEA has prepared an enforcement order identifying the elements to be completed in order to achieve compliance with gas control standards by a specified date; and 

WHEREAS, the operator/owner is making a “good-faith” effort to comply with the enforcement order and/or following an acceptable interim gas control plan; and

WHEREAS,   Board staff  have evaluated the proposed permit for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS,   the Board finds the proposed permit is consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act; and

WHEREAS,   the Board finds that the proposed permit [X] is [ ] is not in conformance with the intent of the Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan Siting Element to provide 15 years of disposal capacity for the county; and

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that all state and local requirements for the proposed permit
 [X] have been [ ] have not been met;

WHEREAS,  the Board finds that all financial assurance requirements [X] have been 
[ ] have not been met;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED   that the California Integrated Waste Management Board [X] concurs [ ] objects in the issuance of Solid Waste Facility Permit No.  43-AM-0001.
