I.
SUMMARY 
Tulare County is amending its Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) to add one proposed and seven existing transfer stations, one composting facility, Wood Industries Company, and one materials recovery facility, Sunset Waste Paper.

PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
On November 15, 1995, the Board approved the NDFE for Tulare County.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff recommend that the Tulare County (County) Amended Nondisposal Facility Element be approved as it has adequately addressed all requirements.

V.
ANALYSIS 
The County has included one proposed and seven existing transfer stations in the amended NDFE.  The existing transfer stations were not included in the original NDFE.  None of these facilities are designed to recover more than 5% of the material received.
