Consideration Of A New Solid Waste Facility Permit For Santa Maria Transfer Station, San Luis Obispo County

WHEREAS,
Santa Maria Transfer Station, Inc., proposes to construct and operate the Santa Maria Transfer Station located at 325 Cuyama Lane in the unincorporated area of San Luis Obispo County; and

WHEREAS, 
the San Luis Obispo County Division of Environmental Health, acting as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the Board for its review and concurrence in, or objection to, a new Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) for the Santa Maria Transfer Station; and

WHEREAS,
the proposed permit is for an operation that will be located on 3.28 acres and process a maximum of 500 tons per day; and
WHEREAS,
the San Luis Obispo County Department of Planning and Building, Environmental Division, acting as lead agency, prepared a Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), SCH No. 97101037, for a Conditional Use Permit for siting of a solid waste transfer station and materials recovery facility; and  

WHEREAS,
the MND, dated January 23, 1998, was approved by the San Luis Obispo County Board of Supervisors on October 28, 1998, circulated through the State Clearinghouse, and a Notice of Determination was filed with the San Luis Obispo County Clerk on February 5, 1999; and 
WHEREAS,
the LEA has certified that the application package is complete and correct, and that the proposed permit is supported by the CEQA document that was prepared for the project; and
WHEREAS,
Board staff have evaluated the proposed permit for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds the proposed permit is consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds the proposed permit is in conformance with PRC 50001 and the San Luis Obispo Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan’s Nondisposal Facility Element; and 

WHEREAS, the Board finds that all state and local requirements for the proposed permit 
have been met;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED   that the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurs in the issuance of Solid Waste Facility Permit No. 40-AA-0022.
