CALIFORNIA INTEGRATED WASTE MANAGEMENT BOARD

Resolution 1999-610 (Revised)

Consideration of Approval of Award of the Fiscal Year 1999-2000 Local Government Used Oil Opportunity Grants

WHEREAS, the California Oil Recycling Enhancement Act authorizes the Board to adopt a used oil recycling program which promotes and develops alternatives to the illegal disposal of used oil; and

WHEREAS, Public Resources Code Section 48632(a) requires the Board to issue grants to local governments for providing opportunities for used lubricating oil collection; and

WHEREAS, in June 1999, the Board adopted the evaluation criteria and scoring process for the 1999/2000 Local Government Used Oil Opportunity Grants; and 

WHEREAS, Board staff solicited applications for the Local Government Used Oil Opportunity Grants from July 1999 to October 1, 1999; and

WHEREAS, a total of 37 applications were received by the final filing date of October 1, 1999; and 

WHEREAS, Board staff reviewed and evaluated all grant proposals based on the aforementioned criteria; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board hereby adopts the resulting rankings and funding recommendations as listed below; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board authorizes the Executive Director, or his designee, to award up to $6,372,584.98 for the 1999/2000 Local Government Used Oil Opportunity Grants;  and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to enter into Grant Agreements with applicants in order of ranking, until allocated funds are exhausted; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Board directs staff to develop and enter into Grant Agreements with each grant recipient:

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of each grant is conditioned upon the return by the proposed grantee of a complete and executed grant agreement within ninety (90) days of the date of the mailing of the agreement package by the Board.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the award of each grant is further conditioned upon full payment within ninety (90) days of today’s date of any outstanding debt owed by the proposed grantee to the Board.
