Resolution 1999-624 (Revised)
Consideration Of A New Solid Waste Facility Permit For The Eagle Mountain Landfill, Riverside County

WHEREAS, Mine Reclamation Corporation proposes to operate the Eagle Mountain Landfill at the site of a closed Kaiser iron ore mine in Riverside County; and

WHEREAS, the project has been the subject of numerous legal actions during this decade; and

WHEREAS, the existing CEQA documentation has survived all legal challenges to date; and

WHEREAS, the Riverside County Planning Department, acting as Lead Agency, prepared an Environmental Impact Report/Environmental Impact Statement (EIR/EIS) in 1996; and

WHEREAS, the Riverside County Board of Supervisors approved the project in September 1997 including a statement of overriding considerations for impacts associated with Air Quality, Wilderness Experience, Biological Resources (bat habitat), and Cumulative Impacts to Water Quality (overdraft); and 

WHEREAS, the required land exchange with the Bureau of Land Management was finalized in October 1999; and

WHEREAS, the operator was able to file a complete application with the local enforcement agency; and

WHEREAS, the Riverside County Environmental Health Department, acting as the Local Enforcement Agency (LEA), has submitted to the board for its review and concurrence with, or objection to, a new Solid Waste Facility Permit for Eagle Mountain Landfill; and 

WHEREAS, the LEA has certified that the application package is complete and correct, and that the proposed permit is consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) document and analysis in development; and

WHEREAS, staff of the Board’s Office of Local Assistance have verified compliance with Section 50001 of the Public Resources Code; and

WHEREAS, Board staff have evaluated the proposed permit for consistency with the standards adopted by the Board; and

WHEREAS, the Board finds the proposed permit is consistent with the California Environmental Quality Act and makes the required findings (Attachment 4.1); 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the California Integrated Waste Management Board concurs in the issuance of Solid Waste Facility Permit No. 33-AA-0228.
