Consideration Of A Report To The Legislature Required By The Supplemental Budget Act Of 1999 Concerning Implementation Of The Integrated Waste Management Act               

I. SUMMARY 

The Supplemental Report of the 1999 Budget Act requires the Integrated Waste Management Board to report on or before January 10, 2000, to the chairs of the fiscal and pertinent policy committees of both houses on the (a) the status of the Board’s implementation of the California Integrated Waste Management Act and (b) statutory and budgetary actions needed to ensure compliance with the act’s provisions, including landfill permitting requirements.  This item is consideration by the Board of a report prepared to fulfill that requirement.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background: 

This report was prepared in response to the Supplemental Report of the 1999 Budget Act which requires the Integrated Waste Management Board to report to the legislature on (a) the status of the Board’s implementation of the California Integrated Waste Management Act (Act) and (b) statutory and budgetary actions needed to ensure compliance with the act’s provisions, including landfill permitting requirements. Staff from all areas of the Board contributed were involved in its development and preparation.

Key Issues: 

This report was prepared to fulfill the legislative requirement and provides an overview of a the legislative history of the Act, a review of a decade of implementation progress, a general assessment of what is still needed to be done, and a look at trends and issues beyond the confines of the Act

Fiscal Impacts: 

Approval of this report will not result in specific fiscal impacts.  However, general issues concerning fees and funding sources are raised in this report. 

Findings:

The Integrated Waste Management Act was groundbreaking legislation that was largely responsible for the revolution in California’s waste management practices. The act enacted provisions designed to protect the public health and safety and the environment through the regulation of solid waste facilities and the promotion the three Rs: reduce, reuse, and recycle.  It also created the Integrated Waste Management Board. 

In the decade since the act’s passage, the state has made great strides in the implementation of programs designed to meet the dual mandates but there is more to be done. To achieve and improve upon a statewide 50 percent diversion level and to improve waste facility environmental health and safety there are many areas that still need to be addressed as identified in the report. Finally, the question of what is beyond the Integrated Waste Management Act is raised in the report and a discussion of trends and issues is included.
