CONFORMANCE FINDINGS FOR buena vista drive SANITARY LANDFILL, (FACILITY NO. 44-AA-0004), sANta cruz COUNTY

The proposed permit revision is for the Buena Vista Drive Sanitary Landfill (Landfill).  The facility is located at 1231Buena Vista Drive and is in the unincorporated portion of Santa Cruz County (County).

The California Integrated Waste Management Board approved the County’s Countywide Siting Element (CSE) on March 26, 1997.

The proposed permit revision includes the following expansions/increases:

1. The proposed permit defines the waste stream as Class III non-hazardous solid waste, construction/demolition, de-watered sewage sludge, mixed municipal, and low level petroleum contaminated soils.  The CSE lists the same waste types. 

2. The proposed permit defines the maximum daily tonnage as 759 tons per day (TPD) in the year 2000.  The CSE lists the maximum daily tonnage as 620 TPD.  The proposed permit redefines maximum daily tonnage to increase by 2% per year after the year 2000.

3. The proposed permit defines the permitted area as 126 acres.  The CSE does not list the permitted acreage. The CSE is not required to provide the permitted area.   

4. The proposed permit defines the waste disposal footprint as 61 acres. The CSE does not list the waste disposal footprint. The CSE is not required to provide the waste disposal footprint.
5. The proposed permit defines the remaining design capacity (as of 1999) as 6,307,000 cubic yards.  The CSE lists the remaining design capacity (as of 1995) as 5,240,000 cubic yards. 

Finding of Conformance with the CIWMP (Public Resources Code Section 50001):

The proposed permit is not consistent with the facility description in the County’s CSE.

Based on the Board’s discussion of Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 50001 at the January 27, 1999 Board meeting, when a proposed permit is not consistent with the description in the applicable county’s CSE, the Board has directed staff to bring the question of conformance forward for Board consideration on a case-by-case basis.

During this case-by-case consideration, the Board has indicated that it will look at the following factors in making its determination of conformance:

· Effect of permit revision on 15-year capacity

· Potential threats to the environment

· Opposition from neighboring jurisdictions

· Any other relevant information

The Office of Local Assistance does not currently have any information on the last three items.  Our review does indicate that the County will continue to maintain 15 years of planned and existing disposal capacity if this proposed permit is issued.
Therefore, the conformance of the proposed permit revision for the landfill cannot be determined at this time, and must await the decision of the Board.
