the California Integrated Waste Management Board approved Contract Concept Number 79 in order to expand, promote and support the “Garden In Every School Program”; and

WHEREAS,
the “Garden In Every School Program” includes but is not limited to producing compost from school cafeteria food waste and other organic materials, using composting or vermicomposting in the garden, and/or incorporating recycled content products in the garden; and

WHEREAS,
the California Department of Education has lost federal funds that assisted in financially supporting the “Garden In Every School Program”; and

WHEREAS,
the remaining $24,000 from the 1998/1999 fiscal year will be used to fund school grants in the 1999/2000 fiscal year; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED  that the Board hereby delegates to the Executive Director to enter into an Interagency Agreement with the California Department of Education for the amount of $151,000 and that up to 10 percent of the total funding may be used as specified in the Scope of Work for the School Instructional Garden Program, Contract Concept Number 79.
