I. SUMMARY

Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 41825 requires the Board to review each City, County, and Regional Agency (jurisdiction) Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE) at least once every two years.  However, while PRC 41780 provides SRRE diversion percentage goals for 1995 and 2000, it does not provide specific interim thresholds.  The biennial review for 1997/1998 is primarily designed to serve as a check on progress in between the two goal years.  With the requirement year of 2000 upon us, staff is bringing forward 1997/1998 biennial reviews in a streamlined format for the Board's evaluation of these jurisdictions' progress in meeting the diversion requirement.  The item is focused on the jurisdiction’s diversion percentages for 1997/1998.  The item does not include a detailed review of program implementation for 1997/1998 because these programs have all been reviewed in the recently completed 1995/1996 biennial reviews.  All jurisdictions included in this item are reporting full implementation of their HHWE.  In the interest of waste prevention, 1997/1998 program implementation information from the PARIS database has not been included in this item, although it may be viewed on the Board's webpage at www.ciwmb.ca.gov/LGTools/PARIS/jurpgmsu.asp.  This streamlined approach allows staff to direct resources toward jurisdictions in need of assistance for 2000 instead of focusing on evaluation of these past interim years.  Based upon the information provided, the Board may direct staff to work in the field with the jurisdictions that are determined by staff to be most in need of assistance in reaching the 50 percent diversion requirement.  This item does not include 1997/1998 biennial reviews for all jursidictions.  The remainder will be brought forward over the course of two or three additional items in the near future.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff conducted a biennial review of the SRREs and HHWEs of the jurisdictions identified in this agenda title in accordance with the process described.  The attached spreadsheet represents the findings of this review.  For those jurisdictions that have declining diversion percentages, staff recommends that staff be allowed to work with these jurisdictions to determine if there are reasons for the lower diversion rate, and provide technical assistance as needed.  Staff would also work with them to see if they have other problems which are contributing to their lower diversion percentage such as inaccurate base-year or reporting year generation estimates, or if they need to re-assess their current and planned diversion programs.  Now that we have entered the year 2000, the jurisdictions should recognize the importance of continued implementation to achieve the 50 percent diversion requirement.
