Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Adequacy Of The Amended Non-Disposal Facility Element, For The City Of South San Francisco, San Mateo County

I.
SUMMARY
The City of South San Francisco (City) is amending its Non-Disposal Facility Element (NDFE) to include the relocation, and expansion to consolidate Blue Line’s refuse disposal and recycling operations which are currently located at two sites, Oyster Point Boulevard (the Blue Line Transfer Station (SWIS No. 41-AA-0006) and the 69 South Linden Avenue recycling operations and administration.  This facility is designed to recover more than 5 percent of the material handled, so is not "exempt" from the conformance findings required by Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 50001.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION
This is the first amendment to the City’s NDFE, a joint NDFE with 18 other San Mateo jurisdictions which was approved by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) on September 21, 1994.

III. OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
The Board may:

1. Approve the amended NDFE as prepared by the City of South San Francisco.

2.
Disapprove the amended NDFE and provide direction for the Board staff.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff recommend that the City’s amended NDFE be approved as the City has adequately addressed all requirements for amending a NDFE.

V.
ANALYSIS
The City is proposing to amend their NDFE to include the relocation, and expansion to consolidate Blue Line’s refuse disposal and recycling operations which are currently located at two sites.  The amended NDFE states that the facility’s design capacity will increase from 600 tons to 4,488 tons per day.  The permit for this facility was originally heard and concurred in by the Board in 1994.
