Consideration Of Staff Recommendation To Correct The Base Year For The Previously Approved Source Reduction And Recycling Element; And Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The 1997/1998 Biennial Review Findings For The Source Reduction And Recycling Element And Household Hazardous Waste Element, For The City Of Temple City, Los Angeles County

I.
SUMMARY
The City of Temple City (City) has requested a correction to their 1998 base year generation tonnage to include private sector diversion activities.  California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) staff conducted a 1997/1998 Biennial Review of the City’s Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE), and found that the City has successfully implemented its SRRE and HHWE diversion programs.  A complete listing of the implemented programs is provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.  With the base year corrected as requested, the City's diversion rate would be 38 percent for 1998.

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION

On September 21, 1994, the Board approved the City’s SRRE and HHWE.

On October 26, 1999, the Board approved the City’s request to change the base year from 1990 to 1998, and accepted the 1995/1996 Biennial Review Findings.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD
The Board may:

1. Approve the City's base year correction, and accept the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings.

2. Approve only the base year correction.

3. Accept only the Biennial Review findings.

4.
Not approve the correction and not accept the Biennial Review findings.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff has determined that the method used to correct the base year has been adequately documented, and is generally consistent with previous Board standards for accuracy.  Therefore, staff recommends that the request to correct the base year be approved and the Biennial Review findings be accepted.

V. ANALYSIS

Background

The City had a 1998 population of 33,900.  The City is located 13 miles northeast of Los Angeles in the San Gabriel Valley.  Based on the requested 1998 base year correction, the City’s waste stream reflects approximately 35 percent residential waste (26,642 tons) and 65 percent non-residential waste (49,231 tons).

Key Issues

Base Year Correction

The City has requested a correction to their 1998 base year.  The original Board approved 1998 diversion calculation was based on the best available data at the time of the 1998 Annual Report submittal which included data from the following diversion programs: City residential curbside commingled collection, alternative daily cover materials diverted at local landfills, commercial waste recovery and recycling, and City grasscycling.  The data presented in October 26-27, 1999, Agenda Item 11 did not represent a comprehensive diversion study.

In order to achieve a more accurate picture of waste diversion in the City of Temple City, the City is submitting the remaining data based on an audit of private sector activities, such as recycling, composting, and source reduction to complete their 1998 waste generation study information.  There was no extrapolation of the data performed.

The inerts diversion from Nuway and Peck Road landfills is from the material that is processed at the landfill and sold to contractors.  The diverted inerts tonnage is reported to the Board’s Disposal Reporting System and is allowed.  The material that goes to “fill” the landfills is not counted as diversion but is in the disposal tonnage.  Moreover, the City has met the restricted waste criteria listed in Public Resources Code 41781.2. (c).  In conclusion, Board staff has determined that this new request has been adequately documented, and therefore recommends the request for correction be approved.

1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review Findings

Staff conducted a 1997/1998 Biennial Review of the City’s SRRE and HHWE in accordance with the process described in the October 1997, Board-approved Biennial Review Process.  The City has reported that it has successfully implemented source reduction, recycling, and public education programs such as grasscycling, procurement, residential curbside collection, residential and commercial greenwaste collection, and C&D recycling.

The City has also reported that it has successfully implemented programs for the safe collection, recycling, treatment and disposal of hazardous wastes generated by the households within the City.  For this reason, staff is recommending approval of the City's 1997/1998 Biennial Review findings for their SRRE and HHWE.  A comprehensive list of the SRRE and HHWE programs that have been implemented is provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.
