II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
The Board concurred in the issuance of a Solid Waste Facility Permit for this facility on   October 21, 1998.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
Requirements for Concurrence with the Solid Waste Facilities Permit  Pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur with or object to the issuance of a Solid Waste Facility Permit.  Since the proposed permit for this facility was received on July 14, 2000, the last day the Board shall act on the permit is September 12, 2000.

The Board may decide to:

1. Concur with the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

2. Object to the issuance of  the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

3. Take no action on the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA.  If the Board chooses option three, the Board shall be deemed to have concurred in the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA 60 days after the Board’s receipt of the permit. 

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
At the time this item was prepared, staff had not yet received clarification from the lead agency requested on June 12, 2000 in order to complete our review and analysis of the April 2000 Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), which was submitted in support of the proposed permit for compliance with the requirements of the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA). Staff determination of the adequacy of the MND and compliance with the CEQA for the Board’s consideration of the permit will be presented at the August 22 - 23, 2000 meeting.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background
The facility began operating as a recycling center under a Condition Use Permit in May 27, 1998 and under a Solid Waste Facility Permit in October 1998. The facility receives only yardwaste, curbside and commercial recyclable, and debris box material. The operation includes hand sorting recyclable materials from roll-off debris boxes, sorting and processing of residential recyclable collected by curbside collection routes, and the transfer of green waste. All operations are housed in a 52,250 square foot metal building. Metals, inert, dirt, and chipped wood are stored outside. The facility is not open to the public.

Key Issues 

The proposed project is to allow for the following:

· Change the waste type to include the acceptance of pre- and post-consumer foodwaste.

· Extend the hours of operation from 8 p.m. to 10 p.m.

· The addition of an on-site wood chipping operation.

· The permitted acreage and peak loading will not change.

Findings  The following LEA certification and staff analysis are provided:

LEA Certification

The LEA has provided the following certification:

· The permit application package is complete and correct; 

· The Transfer/Processing Report meets the requirements of Title 14, CCR, Section 18221.6;  and

· That the proposed solid waste facility permit is consistent with and is supported by the April 2000 Negative Declaration, which was prepared for the project. 

Staff Analysis

The following table summarizes Board staff's review and analysis of the proposed permit application package:
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1.
County Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) Conformance
The Board approved Santa Clara County’s Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) on June 26, 1996. The County’s Fourth Amendment to the Countywide NDFE was approved by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) on February 22, 2000.  The Amended NDFE describes the Greenwaste Recovery Facility as permitted to accept a maximum of 934 tons of compostable materials per day, with a weekly maximum of 4200 tons.  The facility is also described as permitted to allow any combination of curbside and commercial recyclables, debris box recycling, yard waste and food waste. The Office of Local Assistance staff finds that the facility description in the proposed permit is consistent with the description in the NDFE; therefore, the proposed permit

2.         Consistency with State Minimum Standards
Board staff and the LEA conducted an inspection of the site on June 15, 2000 and determined that the facility’s operation are consistent with the State Minimum Standards.

3.
California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA)
On June 12, 2000 staff forward a written request to the lead agency seeking clarification of the odor mitigation included in the California Environmental Quality Act CEQA) analysis. At the time this item was prepared, staff had not yet received clarification from the lead agency so staff was unable to complete the review and analysis of the April 2000 Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), which was submitted in support of the proposed permit for compliance with the requirements of the CEQA. Staff determination of the adequacy of the MND and compliance with the CEQA for the Board’s consideration of the permit will be presented at the August 22 –23, 2000 meeting.
