III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
Requirements For Concurrence With The Solid Waste Facilities Permit: Pursuant to Public Resources Code, Section 44009, the Board has 60 calendar days to concur in or object to the issuance of a Solid Waste Facility Permit.  The proposed permit for this facility was received on July 11, 2000, 1999, the last day the Board could act would be September 9, 2000.  The Board may decide to:

1. Concur in the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

2. Object to the issuance of the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA;

3. Take no action on the proposed permit as submitted by the LEA.  If the Board chooses this option, the Board shall be deemed to have concurred in the issuance of the proposed permit 60 days after the Board's receipt of the permit.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff recommend that the Board choose option 1 and concur in the issuance of the permit as submitted by the LEA.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background:  The Ukiah Transfer Station will be located on a 4-acre parcel near the end of Taylor Road, Ukiah.  The facility will be operated by Solid Waste Systems of Santa Rosa.  The facility owner is North Bay Corporation of Santa Rosa.  The facility will effectively replace the Ukiah Landfill, which has been operating continuously since 1955 and was owned and operated by the City of Ukiah. 

Key Issues:  The proposed project is a new Solid Waste Facility Permit (SWFP) to create a transfer station to replace the Ukiah Landfill which will be closing sometime this winter.  All municipal solid waste handled by the facility will be hauled to the Potrero Hills Landfill in Solano County.
Fiscal Impacts:  N/A

Findings:  This section summarizes Board staff’s review of the permit package pursuant to the CCR, Title 27, Section 21685.  The LEA has certified that the permit package is complete and correct.
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1 .County Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP):

The Ukiah Transfer Station is identified in the Siting Element of the Mendocino County CIWMP which was approved by the Board on March 23, 1999.  The joint NDFE for the county was amended and approved by the Board on July 18, 2000.  The amended NDFE describes the Ukiah Transfer Station as permitted to accept a maximum of 400 tons per day, including up to 41 TPD of recyclables.

The Board’s Office of Local Assistance staff finds that the facility description in the proposed permit is consistent with the description in the amended NDFE; therefore, the proposed permit for the Ukiah transfer station is in conformance with Mendocino County/Cities amended NDFE.  (See attachment 3.)

2. Conformance with State Minimum Standards:

Not yet applicable as the site is under construction.  The facility has been designed to comply with all applicable standards and the Transfer/Processing Report, which is the conditioning operational document for the facility, was deemed acceptable and complete by the LEA on    June 6, 2000.

3. Five-Year Permit Review Report (PRR):  Not applicable for a new permit.

4. California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA): 

State law requires compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) either through the preparation, circulation, and adoption/certification of an environmental document and mitigation reporting or monitoring program (where required), or by determining that the proposal is categorically or statutorily exempt.

The Mendocino County Department of Planning and Building Services, acting as lead agency, prepared an Environmental Impact Report, State Clearinghouse No. 1998092024, for the proposed project.  The Draft Environmental Impact Report (DEIR) was circulated for review and comment.  As required by CEQA, the final Environmental Impact Report (FEIR) included responses to comments received during public circulation of the draft Environmental Impact Report and included mitigation measures to reduce impacts to the environment.

On March 17, 1999 ERS staff provided comments in response to the County’s request for early consultation on the project.  ERS staff reviewed the DEIR and sent a comment letter to the lead agency on August 6, 1999, asking for clarification regarding maximum daily peak tonnage, average daily tonnage, and vehicle counts for both the average and peak daily tonnage. The FEIR included responses to these comments.  The Mendocino County Planning Commission certified the FEIR February 14, 2000.  The FEIR determined that proposed mitigation requiring the widening of the Plant Road Overpass was infeasible therefore, a Statement of Overriding Considerations was made for potential impacts for pedestrians and/or bicyclists.  A Notice of Determination (NOD) was filed with the County Clerk on February 22, 2000.

The LEA has provided a finding that the proposed SWFP is consistent with the cited CEQA documents.  ERS staff has reviewed the CEQA documents and clarifying information provided by the LEA, along with information in the proposed SWFP.

After reviewing the FEIR, ERS staff are of the opinion that the cited CEQA documents would be adequate for the CIWMB’s environmental evaluation of this proposed project (issuance of SWFP #23-AA-0040) for those project activities that are within this agency’s expertise and/or powers or which are required to be carried out or approved by the CIWMB.

5. Closure and Postclosure Maintenance Plan:  Not applicable.
