CONFORMANCE FINDINGS FOR UKIAH TRANSFER STATION, MENDOCINO COUNTY, FACILITY NUMBER 23-AA-0040.
The proposed permit revision is for the Ukiah Transfer Station, located at 3151Taylor Drive, Ukiah, Mendocino County.

The proposed permit will revise facility description information which is required to be in the joint Non-disposal Facility Element (NDFE) for the County of Mendocino, and the Cities of Ukiah, Fort Bragg, and Willits.  The changes include: 

· The proposed permit will allow a maximum throughput of 400 tons per day (tpd), including 14 tpd of separated or co-mingled recyclables.  

The joint NDFE was amended and approved by the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) on July 18, 2000.  The Amended NDFE  describes the Ukiah Transfer Station as permitted to accept a maximum of 400 tons per day, including up to 41 tpd of recyclables.

The Board approved Mendocino County’s Countywide Integrated Waste Management Plan (CIWMP) on  March 23, 1999. 
Finding of Conformance with the CIWMP (Public Resources Code Section 50001):

The Office of Local Assistance staff finds that the facility description in the proposed permit is consistent with the description in the Amended NDFE; therefore, the proposed permit for the Ukiah transfer station is in conformance with Mendocino County/Cities Amended NDFE.
