SUMMARY
Public Resources Code (PRC) Section 41825 requires the Board to review each City, County, and Regional Agency (jurisdiction) Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE) at least once every two years.  This Biennial Review is the Board's independent evaluation of a jurisdiction's progress in implementing programs as described in the HHWE.  As a result of this Biennial Review, the Board may either: find the jurisdiction has implemented its HHWE; or initiate a compliance process for jurisdictions failing to implement the HHWE.  The compliance schedule is intended to assist the jurisdiction to focus its efforts and develop a plan of action to implement its HHWE.  Jurisdictions failing to meet the provisions of the compliance process may be subject to fines of up to $10,000 per day.

II.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Staff conducted a Biennial Review of the jurisdictions identified in this agenda title, in accordance with the process described in the October 1997 Board-approved Biennial Review Process.  Staff review indicates that these jurisdictions have adequately complied with the implementation requirements of their HHWEs.  For this reason, staff is recommending approval of the Biennial Review findings for these jurisdictions.
