Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Completion Of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06, And Consideration Of The 1997/1998 Biennial Review Findings For The Source Reduction And Recycling Element And Household Hazardous Waste Element, For The City Of La Habra Heights, Los Angeles County

I. SUMMARY 

The City of La Habra Heights (City) has reported to the Board that they have successfully completed all the requirements of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06. In addition, Board staff have completed the City’s 1997/1998 Biennial Review for the City’s Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE).

II. PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 

On December 14, 1994, the Board approved the City’s SRRE and HHWE. The Board issued Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06 to the City on June 23, 1999. On September 19, 2000 the Board granted the City an extension for completion of compliance order requirements to December 31, 2000. 

III. OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 

The Board may:

1. Accept the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings for the City of La Habra Heights and end Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06.

2.  
Disapprove the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings and either modify the Compliance Order or direct staff to schedule a hearing to consider fines for failure of the City to meet the requirements of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Board staff recommends the Board adopt Option 1, i.e., accept the 1997/1998 Biennial Review findings and end the compliance order for the City.

V. ANALYSIS 

Background
The City had a 1998 population of 6,700.  The City is located in the eastern portion of Los Angeles County approximately 25 miles southeast of downtown Los Angeles. The City is 6.1 square miles in size and is mainly rural with one-acre minimum residential lots. The majority of waste generated within the City is greenwaste, which is mainly generated from the residential lots and the City’s one large golf course. The City’s waste stream is approximately 45 percent residential waste and 55 percent non-residential waste.

Key Issues

Compliance Order IWMA BR99-06

The Board issued the City a Compliance Order at the June 22, 1999, Board meeting as a result of its 1995/1996 Biennial Review findings.  The Compliance Order required the City to:

1) Implement all of the programs selected in the SRRE (or suitable alternate programs brought forward in a revised SRRE) by January 1, 2000, in accordance with a revised schedule that the jurisdiction shall develop in consultation with Office of Local Assistance (OLA) staff, by September 30, 1999.

2) Document its progress in implementing selected programs and meeting the diversion requirements of 25 percent, as well as demonstrating progress in meeting the 50 percent diversion requirements in 2000, in quarterly reports to the Board. Quarterly reports shall be submitted by the following dates: November 1, 1999; January 31, 2000; May 1, 2000; and August 1, 2000 (in combination with the annual report).

3) Work with Office of Local Assistance (OLA) staff to determine gaps in existing program areas and make recommendations on improving, expanding, or implementing new diversion programs. By September 30, 1999, OLA staff will conduct a needs assessment meeting with the jurisdiction and outline the scope of the local assistance plan that the jurisdiction will agree to implement to achieve compliance with the order.

The City has reported to the Board that they have successfully met the first and second requirements by submitting quarterly reports on or before the quarterly report due dates.  The City has reported that they have been successful in implementing all of the programs, or suitable alternatives programs, listed in the City’s SRRE and assistance plan.  The City has also successfully met the third requirement by meeting with OLA staff and by agreeing to an assistance plan with measurable diversion program objectives. 

Assistance Plan

The Compliance Order required that the City work with OLA staff to develop a local assistance plan. On March 30, 1999, the City signed an assistance plan, which includes the following program goals:

· Implement a weekly residential yard waste diversion program;

· Expand the drop-off recycling program;

· Implement and expand public education programs;

· Implement a procurement policy for City offices;

· Adopt construction and demolition diversion requirements for building permits;

· Implement a cardboard recycling program at the golf course; and 

· Implement a policy to require City contractors to recycle greenwaste

In the final report submitted to the Board, the City has reported successful completion of all objectives listed in their assistance plan.

The City’s Compliance Order also requires the Board to hold a public hearing to determine if the City has complied with the requirements of the Order.  This Board meeting is intended to constitute that public hearing.  Staff has reviewed the City’s status reports and implementation of their Local Assistance Plan, and believe the City has complied with all the requirements in the Compliance Order.

Fiscal Impacts - N/A

Findings
1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review Findings

Staff conducted a 1997/1998 biennial review of the City’s SRRE and HHWE in accordance with the process described in the October 1997, Board-approved Biennial Review Process. The city’s diversion rates are 24 percent and 35 percent for 1997 and 1998, respectively.  The City has reported that it has successfully implemented source reduction, recycling, and public education programs such as backyard composting demonstration workshops, residential curbside and residential drop-off, commercial on-site collection, residential and commercial on-site greenwaste collection, and a construction and demolition diversion ordinance.

The City has also reported that it has successfully implemented programs for the safe collection, recycling, treatment, and disposal of hazardous wastes generated by the households within the City.  For this reason, staff is recommending approval of the City's 1997/1998 biennial review findings for their SRRE and HHWE.  A comprehensive list of the SRRE and HHWE programs that have been implemented through 1999 is provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.
