Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Completion Of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75, And Consideration Of The 1997/1998 Biennial Review Findings For The Source Reduction And Recycling Element And Household Hazardous Waste Element, For The City Of Paramount, Los Angeles County

I.
SUMMARY 
The City of Paramount (City) has reported to the California Integrated Waste Management Board (Board) that it has successfully completed all the requirements of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75. In addition, Board staff have completed the City’s 1997/1998 Biennial Review for the City’s Source Reduction and Recycling Element (SRRE) and Household Hazardous Waste Element (HHWE).

II.
PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION 
On September 21, 1994, the Board approved the City’s HHWE. On May 6, 1999, the Board approved the City’s SRRE. The Board issued Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75 to the City on October 20, 1999. On August 22, 2000, the Board approved a request to change the City’s base year to 1998 for the previously approved SRRE.

III.
OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD 
The Board may:

1. Accept the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings for the City of Paramount and end Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75.

2. 
Disapprove the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings and either modify the Compliance Order or direct staff to schedule a hearing to consider fines for failure of the City to meet the requirements of Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75.

IV.
STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Board staff recommends the Board adopt Option 1; accept the 1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review findings for the City of Paramount and end Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75.

V.
ANALYSIS 
Background

The City had a 1998 population of 55,200 residents.  The City is 4.8 square miles in size and is located 12 miles southeast of downtown Los Angeles. The City’s waste stream is approximately 46 percent residential waste and 54 percent non-residential waste.

Key Issues

Compliance Order IWMA BR99-75

The Board issued the City a Compliance Order at the October 20, 1999, Board meeting as a result of it’s 1995/1996 Biennial Review findings.  The Compliance Order required the City to:

1) Work with Outreach Staff of the Office of Local Assistance (OLA) to determine which one of the following methods would be most appropriate to address the deficiency identified above by November 29, 1999. Subsequently, Board staff will provide an update by     January 18, 2000 of the method selected to the Board:

· Develop a new waste generation study, based on 1998 data or other available data, with the intent of establishing a new, more accurate base year;

· Use an alternative Board-approved method for correcting base-year inaccuracies;

· Make corrections to reporting year data;

· Use diversion reporting (waste generation) every year instead of the Board’s standard adjustment method; or

· Form a regional agency.

2) Implement all of the programs selected in the SRRE (or suitable alternate programs brought forward in a revised SRRE) by December 31, 2000 and work with OLA staff to determine gaps in program areas and make recommendations in improving, expanding, or implementing new diversion programs. OLA staff will conduct a needs assessment meeting with the City and outline the scope of a local assistance plan the City will agree to implement to achieve compliance with this order by December 31, 2000.

3) Document its progress in implementing selected programs and meeting the diversion requirements of 25 percent, as well as demonstrating progress in meeting the 50 percent diversion requirements in 2000, in quarterly reports to the Board. A status update shall be submitted to the Board by March 1, 2000 and quarterly reports shall be submitted to the Board by: May 3, 2000; and August 1, 2000 (in combination with the annual report), and December 31, 2000 (final report for compliance order).

The City has successfully met the first requirement by submitting a 1998 waste generation study and a request to change their base year for their SRRE to 1998, with a 1998 diversion rate of 37 percent. The Board approved the City’s new base year on August 22, 2000. 

The City successfully met the second and third requirements by working with OLA staff to develop an Assistance Plan and Work Plan, which specify programs and goals for implementing all of the City’s SRRE selected programs, or suitable alternatives by December 31, 2000, and reporting to the Board in quarterly reports on their progress in implementing the programs in their Assistance Plan. The City has reported that they have successfully completed all of the programs listed in the Assistance Plan. 

Assistance Plan

The Compliance Order required that the City work with OLA staff to develop a local assistance plan. On August 3, 2000, the City signed an Assistance Plan, which includes the following program goals:

· Publicize Commercial and Residential Greenwaste Collection and Implement Residential Curbside Greenwaste Collection;

· Discuss School Diversion and Education Programs with School District;

· Implement Procurement Policy;

· Evaluate Residential Recycling Collection System;

· Publicize Residential Buyback and Drop-off Centers; 

· Provide Waste Reduction Information Kits to Five Large Commercial Generators; and

· Expand Public Education of Waste Reduction Programs

In the final report submitted to the Board on November 10, 2000, the City reported successful completion of all objectives listed in their Assistance Plan.

The City’s Compliance Order also requires the Board to hold a public hearing to determine if the City has complied with the requirements of the Order.  This Board meeting is intended to constitute that public hearing.  Staff has reviewed the City’s status reports and implementation of their Local Assistance Plan, and believes the City has complied with all the requirements in the Compliance Order.

Fiscal Impacts - N/A

Findings

1997/1998 SRRE and HHWE Biennial Review Findings

Staff conducted a 1997/1998 Biennial Review of the City’s SRRE and HHWE in accordance with the process described in the October 1997, Board-approved Biennial Review Process.     The City reported that it has successfully implemented source reduction, recycling, and public education programs, including business waste reduction, school source reduction, residential drop-off and buy-back centers, commercial on-site collection, construction and demolition recycling, business outreach, use of a materials recovery facility, and development of a procurement policy. The City has a 1998 diversion rate of 37 percent. 

The City also reported that it has successfully implemented programs for the safe collection, recycling, treatment and disposal of hazardous wastes generated by the households within the City.  For this reason, staff is recommending approval of the City's 1997/1998 Biennial Review findings for their SRRE and HHWE.  A comprehensive list of the SRRE and HHWE programs that have been implemented is provided in Attachment 1 of this agenda item.
