Consideration Of Staff Recommendation On The Adequacy Of The Amended Multi-Jurisdictional Nondisposal Facility Element For Santa Barbara County And The Following Cities: Buellton, Carpinteria, Guadalupe, Lompoc, Santa Barbara,Santa Maria, and Solvang

I. SUMMARY

Santa Barbara County (County) has amended their Multi-jurisdictional Nondisposal Facility Element (NDFE) by adding one new nondisposal facility and amending the status of eight previously identified nondisposal facilities.  The Multi-jurisdictional NDFE is for Santa Barbara County and all its incorporated cities.

The Permits and Enforcement Division will be presenting agenda items for those facilities that require a permit modification in the future, as they become necessary.
II. PREVIOUS BOARD ACTION

The Board approved the County's Multi-jurisdictional NDFE on June 26, 1996.
III. OPTIONS FOR THE BOARD

1. Approve the amended Multi-jurisdictional NDFE.

2. Disapprove the amended Multi-jurisdictional NDFE.

IV. STAFF RECOMMENDATION

Board staff recommends that the County’s amended Multi-jurisdictional NDFE be approved as the County has adequately addressed all requirements for amending a NDFE.

V. ANALYSIS

Background:   

The County has amended their NDFE by adding one nondisposal facility (Valley Compost and Topsoil, Inc), and upgrading the status of the eight other nondisposal facilities from “proposed” to “active” as described below. 

1.  Facility name: Valley Compost & Topsoil, Inc. SWIS NO. 42-AA-0055.

Type of facility/location: compost facility located within the City of Buellton at 1050 West Highway 246.

Facility capacity: approximately 12,000 tons per year.

Anticipated diversion rate: 100% of material received.

Participating jurisdictions: This facility does not currently have arrangements with any city, county, or institutions.  Materials are received from the surrounding general public population and from horse ranches.

2.  Facility name: Engel & Gray, Inc., Regional Composting Facility. SWIS NO. 42-AA-0053.

Type of facility/location: composting facility (mixed wastes) located on the east side of Ray Road, approximately 0.5 miles south of State Highway 166, and approximately three miles west of Santa Maria.

Facility capacity: maximum tonnage of active compost on site at any one time of 100,000 cubic yards.

Anticipated diversion rate: at least 80% diversion efficiency. 

Participating jurisdictions: City of Santa Maria, City of Guadalupe, the Unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County, and the Unincorporated and incorporated portions of San Luis Obispo County. 

3.  Facility name: Foxen Canyon Transfer Station. SWIS NO. 42-AA-0063.

Type of facility/location: transfer station located in the unincorporated portion of the County of Santa Barbara adjacent to the northwest corner of the existing Foxen Canyon Landfill.  It is 0.5 miles north of Los Olivos off of Foxen Canyon Road.

Facility capacity: the same as the Foxen Canyon Landfill, which is approximately 212 tons per day.

Anticipated diversion rate: greater than 12% diversion efficiency. 

Participating jurisdictions: the same as the Foxen Canyon Landfill: City of Buellton, City of Solvang, and the unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County.

4.  Facility name: Health Sanitation Services Materials Recovery Facility and Transfer Station. SWIS NO. 42-AA-0064.

Type of facility/location: transfer station and materials recovery facility (MRF) on 1850 West Betteravia Road in the City of Santa Maria.

Facility capacity: maximum of 100 tons per day.

Anticipated diversion rate: up to 85%, depending on the percent of recyclable materials in a load. 

Participating jurisdictions: City of Santa Maria, City of Buellton, City of Solvang, the Incorporated and Unincorporated portions of Santa Barbara and San Luis Obispo Counties.

5.  Facility name: New Cuyama Community Waste Transfer Station. SWIS NO. 42-AA-0052.

Type of facility/location: transfer station that is adjacent to the County Road Maintenance Yard off Highway 166, just west of the town of New Cuyama in the unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County.  The address is 5073 Highway 166.

Facility capacity: the same as the New Cuyama Landfill, which is approximately 750 tons per year.

Participating jurisdictions: City of Buellton, City of Solvang, and the unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County.

6.  Facility name: Santa Maria Solid Waste Processing and Recovery Facility (SWIS NO. not yet available).

Type of facility/location: solid waste processing and MRF located within the City of Santa Maria at the Santa Maria Landfill.

Facility capacity: the same as the Santa Maria Landfill, which could be as much as 150,000 tons per year.  In addition, 3,000 cubic yards of biosolids could be processed at the facility.

Anticipated diversion rate: 60% effective recovery rate for recyclables and 80% for compostable materials.

Participating jurisdictions: City of Santa Maria, City of Guadalupe.

7.  Facility name: Santa Maria Transfer Station (SWIS NO. not yet available).

Type of facility/location: transfer station that is located within the City of Santa Maria at the Santa Maria Landfill.

Facility capacity: might be the same as the Santa Maria Landfill which could be as much as 150,000 tons per year, or as little as 67,500 tons per year.

Participating jurisdictions: City of Santa Maria, City of Guadalupe, unincorporated portions of Santa Barbara and San Luis Obispo County.

8.  Facility name: South Coast Integrated Diversion Facility (SWIS NO. not yet available).

Type of facility/location: material processing and compost facility that is located within the County of Santa Barbara.

Facility capacity: approximately 120,000 tons per year.

Anticipated diversion rate: 70% effective recovery rate for recyclables and 95% for compostable materials.

Participating jurisdictions: City of Santa Barbara, perhaps the City of Carpinteria, and the unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County.

9.  Facility name: Venticopa Community Waste Transfer Station SWIS NO. 42-AA-0051.

Type of facility/location: transfer station that is located adjacent to the clean closed Ventucopa Landfill off of Highway 33, within the unincorporated portion of Santa Barbara County.

Facility capacity: the same as the amount of waste currently received by the Ventucopa Landfill, which is approximately 320 tons per year.

Participating jurisdictions: residents in the unincorporated portions of Santa Barbara and Ventura Counties.
